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FAFSA Deadline Extended for Indiana Counties Under Disaster Emergency Declaration
Students in the affected counties are urged to file the FAFSA by May 15

(INDIANAPOLIS) — The Indiana Commission for Higher Education extended the priority deadline to file the 2023-24 Free
Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) for students living in the seven Indiana counties under disaster emergency
declaration which include Benton, Johnson, Monroe, Morgan, Owen, Sullivan and White. Students in the affected
counties are encouraged to file the FAFSA by May 15, 2023, to maximize financial aid opportunities.

“On behalf of the Indiana Commission for Higher Education, | want to extend my condolences to those affected by the
recent storms,” said Indiana Commissioner for Higher Education Chris Lowery. “To ensure all Hoosier students living in
the seven impacted counties have the opportunity to take advantage of Indiana’s generous financial aid programs, we
are extending the state’s FAFSA filing deadline.”

Students in counties not affected by the disaster emergencies should be reminded that Indiana’s priority deadline to file
the FAFSA was April 15. State aid is now being awarded on a first-come, first-served basis, so Hoosiers who have not
completed the FAFSA should do so as soon as possible.

Indiana colleges and universities may have different FAFSA filing deadlines. Students should contact institutional
financial aid offices if deadlines were missed to discuss options for appeals if there were extenuating circumstances.

How to file the FAFSA
Students can file the FAFSA online at FAFSA.gov. The first step for students who have not previously filed the FAFSA is to
create a Federal Student Aid (FSA) ID. Then, each student will need:

e Social Security number

e Alien Registration number (for non-U.S. citizens)

e Federal income tax returns, W-2s and other records of money earned from 2021

e Bank statements and records of investments (if applicable)

e Records of untaxed income (if applicable)
