The Indiana State Library and
Historic Board held a public
hearing on Friday, December 4,
to consider comments and
deliberate on the proposed
revisions to Indiana’s public
library standards. The hearing
was the final culmination of the
efforts of the standards
committee members who gave so
generously of their time to meet
and determine appropriate
modifications to the existing
public library standards.

The public hearing concluded
with a motion and unanimous
vote approving the revised
standards. If the proposed rule is

approved by the Indiana Attorney

General and Governor’s office,
the revised standards will take
effect January 1, 2017.
