It is
encouraged, but not required, to
attend every class. The first class,
"Let’s Write a Story," takes place
on Thursday, Jan. 19, 4-6 p.m. in
the Art Room 204 in the Frankfort
Community Public Library. The
community will come together to
write a children’s story inspired by
Frankfort and Clinton County that
will be the source material for the
next four months.

Orozco was born and raised in
Lafayette. She earned a BFA in
drawing and illustration with a
minor in art history from Herron
School of Art and Design. She
worked as an artist in residence in
the Frankfort community from
2016-20 at Ability Services, Inc.
She has participated in the Friends
of the Frankfort Library’s Annual
Fine Art Exhibition and Sale as
both an artist and a committee
member.

The Rare Books and Manuscripts

Section, a division of the American
Library Association, is currently
accepting proposals for its 2023
conference. The conference will be
held June 27-30 in the newly-
renovated Lilly Library at Indiana
University in Bloomington. The
2023 theme is "A New Kind of
Professional."

The conference committee invites
proposals for in-person or virtual
individual papers, panels,
discussion sessions, lightning
talks, posters, seminars and
workshops. Potential topics may
include, but are not limited to:
educational preparation, including
expectations for special collections
librarians; economics and funding,
including the increasingly complex
demands of galleries, libraries,
archives, museums and special
collections - known as GLAMS -
professions; and employment and
workplaces, including new
approaches to collections and
collecting. Proposals do not have to
be related to the conference theme,
though the committee encourages
researchers to think about how
their ideas for proposals might
relate to the broad theme of how
the community educates itself,
provides opportunities for others
and how it discusses its work
outside of its institutions.

Research on race and
ethnicity data in the U.S.
census

In honor of the late Rev. Dr. Martin
Luther King, Jr., and his efforts
toward racial equality, it is an
appropriate time to look at the
definition of race as used historically
and currently by the U.S. Census
Bureau via their About the Topic of

Race website. Race and ethnicity
data on the U.S. population has been
collected since the first census in
1790. For Indiana specifically, those
interested can begin their research
using the 1820 Census and move
forward from there. The digitized
volumes are available on the Census
Bureau's website.

For 1820, visit Decennial Census
Official Publications 1820,

then Census for 1820 and
finally Schedules, Oaths, List of
Manufactures, and Aggregate of

Enumerations.

Pages 143 and 144 of this PDF will
show Indiana's 1820 census counts.
The race and ethnicity information
on early censuses like this one is
limited. Here in 1820, researchers

will see "white," "slave" and "free
colored" as descriptions, terms that
are now outdated. The term “slave”
is now referred to as “a formerly
enslaved person” or “a formerly
enslaved individual.” As one
progresses through their census

research, however, they'll find more

The University of Michigan, in
