P. L. 41-1987 (IC 4-28-2-1 et seq.) creates a new merit agency, the DEPARTMENT OF 
HUMAN SERVICES. The agency will be composed of AGING AND COMMUNITY 
SERVICES, REHABILITATION SERVICES and the STATE HOUSING BOARD. 

P. L. 18-1987 (IC 22-4-1-1 et seq.) calls for the merger of the INDIANA EMPLOYMENT 
SECURITY DIVISION and the INDIANA OFFICE OF OCCUPATIONAL 
DEVELOPMENT to form the INDIANA DEPARTMENT OF EMPLOYMENT AND 
TRAINING SERVICES. This will also be a merit agency.
