Welcome and Introductions

B. Minutes from August 22, 2005 meeting
Ms. Hess moved and Mr. Frick seconded that the meeting agenda and minutes be approved as presented by consent agenda.  Motion passed unanimously.

Item 3
Arts Trust Marketing Update
A. Mr. Van Zant gave an update on Arts Trust license plate sales which now total 27,742 plates, with 7,505 plates purchased during the first nine months of 2005.  This figure is 834 plates ahead of plate sales during the same period of 2004.

B. Mr. Van Zant reported that the Bureau of Motor Vehicles was continuing to prominently display Cultural Trust rack cards and distribute Cultural Trust key chains to license plate purchasers.  Rack cards and key chains were also distributed at the recent Governor’s Arts Awards luncheon.  
C. Mr. Van Zant reported that an advertisement for the plate is also appearing in event programs of the IAC’s major arts organization.  Ms. Ilgen has seen the ad in programs for the Indianapolis Opera Company and the Indianapolis Symphony Orchestra.
Item 4
Cultural Trust Fund Update
A. Mr. Frick reported that, as of October 20, the total revenue in the Cultural Trust Fund was $771,868.84.
B. Mr. Frick informed the Board that the fund had received $85,250.13 in revenues, including revenue and interest, since July 1, 2005.  The $700,000 CD is earning 4.38% interest and will mature February 16, 2006.  An additional $71,000 will be rolled into the CD next week.
Item 5
Legislative Update  




A. Ms. Ilgen reported that she and Mr. Van Zant met with Kari Evans from the Governor’s Office, the new agency liaison to our agency who is also the Governor’s Legislative Liaison.  She was very receptive to the board’s concerns, and we have been given the green light to proceed with our legislation.
B. The board discussed which legislators may be approached to write and support the legislation; suggestions included Rep. Sheila Klinker (D-Lafayette), Rep. Ralph Ayres (R-Chesterton), Rep. Troy Woodruff (R-Vincennes), Rep. Vaneta Becker (R-Evansville), Sen. James Merritt (R-Indianapolis), Sen. Allen Paul (R-Richmond), Sen. Theresa Lubbers (R-Indianapolis), and Sen. Allie Craycraft (D-Selma).
C. Commission Chair Ron Stratten is encouraging Commissioners and board members to independently join the Indiana Advocates for the Arts.  The board will look to the Advocates for support in passing this bill.  They are meeting November 7 to establish a legislative agenda.
D. Mr. Van Zant is writing a draft of the legislation and Legislative Services will draft it into bill form.  Mr. Frick will find current similar legislation for comparison purposes.  The legislation will read that the board may spend up to the full income each year, never for the fund to drop below $1,000,000, and that funds are spent on lifelong arts education.  The board hopes to introduce the legislation this session.
