Program/Committee Reports:

Community Partners:

The Community Partners for Child Safety report was distributed; Jenny McCarrell reporting. 
-Material relief: New referrals since July 1, 2019, total 246. Of the 246, 49% was DCS referrals; 36% self-referrals; 6% community agencies; 8% school; 1% medical systems. 
Total region material relief spent- $15,253.21.

Franklin Co DCS referrals are down, with only five (5) from July 1, 2019 to present. A brief discussion was had on the possibility of someone from Community Partners attending an upcoming staff meeting.
-Events: attendance from July 2019 to present- 4,173 people served.

-Community Outreach: Community Partners has provided Robi Combs and smoke alarms to DCS offices; provided Safe Sleep education and distribution and car seat safety. 
Prevent Child Abuse (PCA) Councils: PCA’s are in all Region 12 counties. 

Provider Fair: Thirty-five providers are scheduled to be at the Provider Fair. There have been five (5) Family Case Managers (FCM) who have sent RSVPs. A reminder email will be distributed soon. 

On 10/29/19, from 6:00pm-8:00pm, Connersville will be having their fall festival, ten providers have signed-up. The event will take place at the Miller Building in Roberts Park.

Public Comment
Sarah McCashland, Centerstone- McCashland distributed a flyer and referral form for Centerstone’s Healthy Start program. She also discussed the program’s guidelines: current pregnancy, trying to conceive, or have a child under 18 months. McCashland noted other agencies can be involved as well and DCS involvement is NOT a restriction. The program is funded by federal grant monies for the next five (5) years. 
Kathy Seymour, Redwood Toxicology- Seymour is back after an extended medical leave. She reported she is ready to do staff trainings. 
Anna Sasin, Homecoming Behavioral Health Services- Sasin is a prior FCM who now owns her own company. Homecoming Behavioral Health provides home based therapy. Currently doing assessments, but could do treatment eventually. Sasin stated she can add Region 12 if the need is here for substance abuse- out patient as well. Mainly Sasin wanted to get an idea of the need in Region 12 and understands she will need to speak with the service coordinator.
