Description: Stout Woods is a high quality example of a Central Till Plain Flatwoods, a forest type that once
covered vast areas of central Indiana. Stout Woods has a rich diversity of species and a lack of invasives.
There are wetlands, salamanders, sedges, white, red, and bur oaks, tulip trees, and other species. It was a gift
to Purdue University from the Stout Family in 1964. It has been the subject of a continuing forest inventory

since the 1920’s.
