BRIEF PROGRAM/COURSE DESCRIPTION

The MidCentral Alliance on Problem Gambling consists of seven state councils
on problem gambling affiliated with the National Council on Problem Gambling.
The MidCentral Alliance Fall Conference Planning Committee selected qualified
presenters on pathological (compulsive) and problem gambling issues -- as well
as qualified presenters on counseling issues -- to provide increased knowledge of
the impulse control disorder defined in the American Psychiatric Association’s
Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of the Mental Disorders. The theme --
Practical Applications--Examples from the Field embodies the goal to provide
proven suggestions for identification and treatment of pathological gambling,
including some essential, but general, counseling skills. The methods presented
for education, awareness, prevention and treatment will address the spectrum of
potential populations that may be affected by the addiction.

The program detailed on the following pages consists of 12.75 hours of
classroom lecture and panel presentations augmented by audio-visual aids and
participant discussion.
