ATR is designed to bring together an extensive network of programs, large and small, secular and non-secular, to offer a broad variety of services to adults with drug and alcohol abuse and addiction needs.
If you are interested in becoming an ATR Provider, please look over the ATR Service Provider Application forms.  The applications include the definitions and reimbursement rates for each Indiana ATR service.  All organizations that are interested in becoming a part of the ATR network must first complete an Indiana ATR General Application. An organization will then complete a service-specific application for each ATR service for which they would like to be certified.

Providers that would like to begin offering services on the “go-live” date in their county should complete and return their applications 3-4 weeks before the training date.

General Application:  Each agency interested in joining the ATR provider network must complete the General Application.

Care Coordination Application:  Only agencies interested in providing Care Coordination should complete this application.  Agencies providing Care Coordination can not be reimbursed by ATR for providing any of the other recovery support or clinical services.

Clinical Services Application:  Agencies interested in providing Clinical Services should complete the sections that pertain to each of the services the agency can provide.  Agencies can provide both clinical and recovery support services.  

Recovery Services Application: Please complete the sections for each recovery service the agency would like to offer under Indiana Access to Recovery. You do not need to complete the sections for the services the agency cannot or does not want to provide.      

W-9 and Direct Deposit: Each agency applying for Indiana ATR funds must complete these forms.  This will ensure that the agency can be reimbursed by the state.  
Provider Locator: Contains agency profiles and service profiles for each ATR provider.  Care Coordinators provide information about each agency to the clients while they are deciding where to go for necessary services.
Provider SharePoint:  A site reserved for certified ATR providers that contains helpful information, forms, and required memos.  Each agency must obtain login information before accessing the site.
WITS: Web Infrastructure for Treatment Services (WITS) is the application certified providers use to access referral information and obtain reimbursement.  Individuals in certified agencies must obtain login information to gain access to the application.
