Study of Career and Technical Education Programs
Synopsis:  This bill requires the Career Council to complete an ROI study of career and technical education programs by August 1, 2014.  
The ROI study must include the following:
· An examination of Indiana's career and technical education programs to determine the following:
1. The use of the programs 
2. The impact of the programs on college and career readiness, employment, and economic opportunity. 
· A survey of the use of secondary, college, and university facilities, equipment, and faculty by career and technical education programs. 
· Recommendations concerning how career and technical education programs do the following
1. Give a preference for courses leading to employment in high wage, high demand jobs
2. Add performance based funding to ensure greater competitiveness among program providers and to increase completion of industry recognized credentials and dual credit courses that lead directly to employment or postsecondary study.
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
