Prevention of Exposure to Asbestos Policy
Policy: ___________________________ (CHILD CARE FACILITY NAME) will minimize the risk of exposure of staff and children to asbestos in the child care environment.
Background: Asbestos is a fibrous material that can still be found in buildings (most often those built before 1983).  If inhaled, asbestos can cause cancer or lung disease. In good condition, these products present no significant health risks. However, safety precautions must be taken when renovating or demolishing buildings. If asbestos is cracked, torn or crumbling it can release asbestos fibers and dust. 
Practices:

To reduce the exposure of children and staff to asbestos, ___________________________ (CHILD CARE FACILITY NAME) will:

· Contact the Indiana Department of Environmental Management at 800-988-7901 to determine which asbestos regulations apply prior to any renovation or demolition work.  

· Maintain a written plan for managing known asbestos at this facility.  The plan is available by contacting the child care director. (A sample Asbestos Operation and Maintenance Plan is available from U.S. EPA.)
