Unisource has agreed to implement a “no idling” program for its trucks as part of the state’s VIP program, which aims to improve air quality throughout the state. “This program offers companies managing large automotive fleets a way to cut costs while improving air quality,” said Thomas Easterly, IDEM commissioner.  “By reducing diesel emissions, the employees are setting an example for Hoosier businesses. VIP is one of several diesel-related programs implemented throughout the state, including: a voluntary no idling program for school buses; diesel retrofitting projects; and, truck stop electrification in Northwest Indiana.
“Unisource wants to get involved in IDEM’s program to stop the unnecessary idling of vehicles,” said Bill Taylor, distribution supervisor for Unisource Indianapolis. “Unisource has a policy in place to try and keep each driver under three percent idle time each day. For the past six months, we were able to keep their idle time at 0.5 percent for seven drivers.” 

Signing up to become a VIP partner is free. VIP partners are encouraged to invest in employee training and support materials to better educate their staff about techniques to reduce or eliminate unnecessary idling.
