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CONTRACT FOR INSPECTION SERVICES 

This C ontract for Inspection Services ( “Contract”) i s entered i nto a s of  _______ ________, 20__ _  by a nd between 
________________________, the undersigned inspector (“Inspector”), and the INDIANA HOUSING AND COMMUNITY 
DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY, a public body corporate and politic of the State of Indiana (“IHCDA”). 

 
WITNESSETH: 

 
WHEREAS, IHCDA h as b een d esignated t o r eceive, administer, and d isburse f unds und er t he HOME I nvestment 
Partnerships (“HOME”) Program and p ursuant t o t he Cr anston-Gonzales N ational A ffordable H ousing A ct, 4 2 U .S.C. § 
12701 e t seq., regulations found a t 24 CFR Part 92 with funds from the United States Department of Housing and Urban 
Development (“HUD”); 
WHEREAS, IHCDA has allocated H OME funds to single family units (“HOME Assisted Units”) located t hroughout t he 
State of Indiana, as a part of its First Home/Plus Program (the “Program”); 
WHEREAS, Home Assisted Units must be inspected by qualified personnel to ensure that all HOME Assisted Units meet 
the applicable S tate an d l ocal housing q uality standards, codes, and t he requirements set f orth i n 24 C FR 92. 251 (the 
“Property Standards”); 
WHEREAS, Inspector was issued a license (the “License”) as a Home Inspector by the Home Inspector Licensing Board 
for the State of Indiana; 
WHEREAS, Inspector and has experience and expertise in inspecting homes in accordance with the Property Standards; 
and 
WHEREAS, IHCDA desires to engage the services of Inspector and Inspector desires to render and perform such services as set 
forth herein. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions contained herein, the sufficiency of which is 
hereby acknowledged, the parties hereby agree as follows: 

 
1. Incorporation of Recitals

 

.  The f oregoing r ecitals a re h ereby incorporated i nto t his Contract and m ade a part 
hereof as though set forth herein verbatim. 

2. Inspector Obligations

 

.  Inspector’s responsibilities under this Contract shall include, but shall not be limited to, the 
following (collectively, the “Services”): 

a) Coordinating and setting up inspections as requested by those lenders participating in the Program (the 
“Participating Lenders”); 

b) Inspecting t he grounds, exterior, a nd i nterior of t he H OME Assisted U nits a ssigned t o I nspector b y 
Participating Lenders to ensure that such units comply with the Property Standards; 

c) Utilizing and completing form HUD-52580-A as its inspection form; 
d) Providing a copy of its certificate of completion for HUD’s Lead Based Paint Visual Assessment Training 

Course to the Participating Lender prior to completing any inspection assigned to it; 
e) Conducting a  vi sual a ssessment o f a ll pa inted surfaces located in  the Home Assisted Units assigned to 

Inspector by Participating Lenders to identify deteriorated surfaces as set forth in the Residential Lead-
Based Paint Hazard Reduction Act of 1992; and 

f) Conducting inspections within a reasonable amount of t ime as to complete each inspection within ten (10) 
days after it is assigned to Inspector. 

 
3. Payment.  Inspector shall be  responsible for any and all expenses incurred in rendering the Services under this 

Contract and s hall b e r eimbursed by IHCDA for performing t he S ervices in acco rdance with th is C ontract.  
Inspector shall be paid in accordance with its fee schedule attached hereto as Exhibit A and fully incorporated herein.  
If Inspector fails to attach its fee schedule to this Contract, it shall be paid at an amount not to exceed Two 
Hundred Fifty and 00/100 Dollars ($250.00) per inspection.  In addition, Inspector must complete the direct 
deposit form attached hereto as Exhibit B
 

 and fully incorporated herein. 

4. Invoices

 

.  After the Services h ave b een r endered, Inspector s hall submit a  c opy o f it s in voice to  the P articipating 
Lender along with a completed copy of form HUD-52580-A.   

5. Condition of Payment

 

.  All Services must be performed to the reasonable satisfaction of IHCDA, as determined at 
the discretion of the undersigned IHCDA representative and in accordance with all applicable federal, state, and local 
laws, rules and regulations.  IHCDA shall not be required to pay for work found to be unsatisfactory, inconsistent with 
this Contract or performed in violation of any federal, state or local statute, ordinance, rule or regulation.   
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6. Term

 

.  Unless s ooner t erminated as provided he rein, the t erm of th is Contract shall co mmence as  o f t he d ate 
hereof and expire on December 31, 2011.   

7. Termination

 

.  This Contract may be terminated a t any t ime, by e ither party, with or without cause, upon thirty 
(30) days written notice.  IHCDA may te rminate th is Contract immediately if  Inspector breaches any p rovision 
contained herein or commits fraud.  Written notice of such termination must be sent to the other party by certified 
mail, r eturn r eceipt r equested, p ostage pr epaid.  U pon t he mailing o f s uch notice o f t ermination, no  ne w o r 
additional liabilities shall be incurred without the prior written approval of IHCDA. 

8. Funding Cancellation

 

.  When the Executive D irector o f IHCDA makes a written d etermination t hat funds are not 
appropriated o r o therwise available to support continuation o f p erformance o f th is C ontract, th is Contract s hall b e 
canceled.  A determination by the Executive Director that funds are not available shall be final and conclusive. 

9. Maintenance of Records

 

.  Inspector s hall maintain a ll books, doc uments, p apers, acco unting r ecords, an d o ther 
evidence pertaining to the Services conducted pursuant to this Contract and the cost of the Services.  It shall make such 
materials available at their respective offices at  all reasonable times during the term of this contract, and for five (5) 
years from the date of final payment under this Contract, for inspection by IHCDA or its authorized designees.  Upon 
request, co pies s hall b e furnished at  no co st t o I HCDA.  The obligations set forth i n t his section s hall survive t he 
termination or expiration of this Contract. 

10. Audits

 

.  Inspector shall cooperate and shall make itself reasonably available during the course of any review, audit, or 
inspection conducted by IHCDA, the State of Indiana, or HUD (or any affiliate of any of the foregoing) of any Home 
Assisted Units inspected by Inspector pursuant to this Contract.  The obligations set forth in this section shall survive 
the termination or expiration of this Contract. 

11. Change in Status of License

 

.  Inspector shall notify IHCDA if at any time during the term of this Contract, its License 
is revoked, suspended or expires.  Inspector agrees that it shall not perform any of the Services under this Contract if its 
License is not in good standing.   

12. Indemnification.  Inspector ag rees t o i ndemnify, d efend, an d h old h armless I HCDA, i ts a gents, o fficials, a nd 
employees from all claims and suits including court costs, attorney’s fees, and other expenses caused by any act or 
omission of Inspector and/or its subcontractors, if any, in the performance of this Contract.  IHCDA shall not

 

 provide 
such indemnification to Inspector.  The obligations set forth in this section shall survive the termination or expiration of 
this Contract. 

13. Independent Contractor

 

.  Both parties hereto, in the performance of this Contract, shall act in an individual capacity 
and not as agents, employees, partners, joint venturers or associates of one another.  T he employees or agents of one 
party shall not be deemed or construed to be the employees or agents of the other party for any purposes whatsoever.  
Except as provided in Section 12, neither party will assume liability for any injury (including death) to any persons, or 
damage to any property, a rising out o f the acts o r omissions o f the agents, employees o r subcontractors of the other 
party.  Inspector shall be responsible for providing all necessary unemployment and workers’ compensation insurance 
for Inspector’s employees.   

14. Debarment and Suspension

 

.  Inspector certifies, b y e ntering i nto th is Contract, th at n either it n or its  p rincipals a re 
presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from entering into this 
Contract by any Federal or State department or agency.  The term “principal” for purposes of this Contract is defined as an 
officer, director, owner, partner, key employee, or other person with primary management or supervisory responsibilities, or 
a person who has a critical influence on or substantive control over the operations of Inspector. 

15. Compliance with Laws
 

.  

A. Inspector shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules, regulations and ordinances, 
and all provisions required thereby to be included herein are hereby incorporated by reference.   

 
B. Inspector and its agents shall abide by all ethical requirements that apply to persons who have a business 

relationship with t he S tate a s s et f orth in  I .C. §  4 -2-6 et seq., I .C. §  4-2-7, et. seq., th e regulations 
promulgated thereunder, and Executive Order 04-08, dated April 27, 2004.  I f Inspector is not familiar 
with t hese e thical r equirements, I nspector should r efer a ny q uestions to  th e I ndiana S tate E thics 
Commission, o r v isit th e I ndiana S tate E thics C ommission website a t http://www.in.gov/ethics/.  If 
Inspector or its agents violate any applicable ethical standards, the IHCDA may, in its sole discretion, 
terminate th is Contract immediately upon notice to Inspector.  In addition, Inspector may be subject to 
penalties under I.C. §§ 4-2-6, 4-2-7, 35-44-1-3, and under any other applicable laws.

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C. Inspector certifies by entering into this Contract that neither it nor its principal(s) is presently in arrears in 

payment of taxes, permit fees or other statutory, regulatory or judicially required payments to the State.   
 
D. Inspector warrants that i t has no  current, pending or outstanding criminal, c ivil, o r enforcement actions 

initiated by the State, and agrees that it will immediately notify IHCDA of any such actions.  During the 
term o f s uch a ctions, I nspector a grees th at IHCDA may de lay, withhold, or  de ny work u nder a ny 
supplement, amendment, change order or other contractual device issued pursuant to this Contract. 

 
E. If a  valid d ispute e xists a s t o I nspector’s lia bility o r g uilt in  a ny a ction i nitiated b y t he S tate o r it s 

agencies, and IHCDA decides to delay, withhold, or deny work to Inspector, Inspector may request that it 
be al lowed t o co ntinue, o r r eceive work, without d elay.  I HCDA will co nsider an y e xtenuating 
circumstances presented in Inspector’s request and may, in its sole discretion, decide to allow Inspector to 
continue or receive work.   

 
F. Inspector warrants th at Inspector, i ts e mployees, a gents, and s ubcontractors, i f a ny, s hall o btain a nd 

maintain all required certifications, permits, licenses, registrations and approvals, and shall comply with 
all health, safety, and environmental s tatutes, rules, or regulations in the performance of work activities 
for IHCDA.  F ailure t o d o so m ay b e d eemed a material b reach o f t his C ontract a nd g rounds f or 
immediate termination and denial of further work with IHCDA.  

 
G. Inspector affirms t hat, if  it is  an entity described in  I .C. T itle 23, it is  p roperly registered and o wes no 

outstanding reports to the Indiana Secretary of State. 
 

H. As required by I.C. 5-22-3-7: 
1. Inspector and any principals of Inspector certify that (A) Inspector, except for de minimis and 

nonsystematic violations, has not violated the terms of (i) I.C. 24-4.7 [Telephone Solicitation Of 
Consumers], (i i) I. C. 24-5-12 [ Telephone S olicitations] , o r (i ii) I. C. 24-5-14 [ Regulation o f 
Automatic Dialing Machines] in the previous three hundred sixty-five (365) days, even if I.C. 24-
4.7 is preempted by federal law; and (B) Inspector will not violate the terms of I.C. 24-4.7 for the 
duration of the Contract, even if I.C. 24-4.7 is preempted by federal law. 

 
2. Inspector and any principals of Inspector certify that an affiliate or principal of Inspector and any 

agent act ing o n b ehalf o f Inspector or o n b ehalf o f a n a ffiliate o r p rincipal o f Inspector  (A) 
except for de minimis and nonsystematic violations, has not violated the terms of I .C. 24-4.7 in 
the previous three hundred sixty-five (365) days, even if I.C. 24-4.7 is preempted by federal law; 
and (B) will not violate the terms of I.C. 24-4.7 for the duration of the Contract, even if I.C. 24-
4.7 is preempted by federal law. 

 
   

16. Renewals

 

.  This Contract may be renewed under the same terms and conditions, subject to approval of IHCDA, and in 
compliance with Ind. Code § 5 -22-17-4.  T he term of t he renewed Contract may not be longer than t he t erm o f the 
original Contract. 

17. Successors.  This Contract shall b e binding upon a nd s hall e nure to t he b enefit o f the parties h ereto an d t heir 
respective successors and assigns; provided, however, Inspector shall not

 

 be entitled to assign this Contract or any 
of i ts r ights or  obl igations hereunder and shall not be  entitled to subcontract any of t he work to be performed by 
Inspector und er t his Contract without th e p rior written c onsent of  I HCDA, which consent s hall b e withheld a t 
IHCDA’s sole discretion.  This Contract may be terminated immediately by IHCDA should Inspector attempt to assign 
or transfer this Contract.   

18. Severability

 

.  The terms and provisions of this Contract shall be deemed severable, and if any term or provision 
if this Contract or the application thereto to any person or circumstance shall be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of 
this Contract shall nevertheless be valid and enforced to the fullest extent by law in a manner so as to effectuate the intent 
of the parties hereto. 

19. Governing Law

 

.  The terms and provisions of this Contract shall be governed by and interpreted under the laws of the 
State of Indiana and any and all disputes hereunder shall be litigated in courts located in Marion County in the State 
of Indiana. 

20. Complete Agreement.  This Contract sets forth t he e ntire and final a greement a nd understanding of the undersigned 
parties.  Any and all prior agreements, understandings or undertakings, whether written or oral with respect to  this 
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Contract, are h ereby superseded and replaced by this Contract. This Contract may not be  modified or  a mended 
except by a written instrument executed by all parties. 

 
21. Authority

 

.  The parties represent and warrant to each the other, that each has all necessary authority to enter 
into this Contract, and to engage in all acts necessary to the consummation of this Contract.  The pa rties further 
represent and warrant, to each other, that the signatories hereto have been duly authorized by their respective party 
and that this Contract, when executed, shall be the valid and binding act of the party for whom he signed enforceable 
according to its terms. 

22. Notice

 

.  Whenever notice is permitted or required under this Contract, it shall be sent to the address listed 
below and deemed received three (3) business days after deposited in the U.S. Mail:
