I. Call to Order & Welcome
Paul Perkins, chair of the Region 10 Works Council, called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m. at the Prosser Career Education Center in New Albany.

III. Region 10 Work Council Grants

In particular, Andy Melin talked about an opportunity to fund a CTE counselor from Greater Clark County Schools, who will be able to move things forward with respect to CTE.   Dr. Melin mentioned how the counselor, a current employee, will be able to oversee and impact the very important Ethics Certificate program, if funded; this program has been widely discussed by the Council.  The grant would help to fund expenses relating to travel, training, and parts of the person’s salary.  The long-term plan would be for this person to eventually be replaced by another CTE dedicated counselor. 

IV. Status Reports
Mr. Perkins discussed the State Chamber Workforce Policy meeting, which was excellent.  Council members indicated their appreciation.  Mr. Perkins, in his comments about the meeting, also discussed a competition at Ivy Tech Community College that searches for “what is true success? 

Marie Mackintosh updated the Council on the CECI and the overall Career Council.  She shared a presentation with the Council and gave updates on funding.


V. Region 10 Works Council Strategic Plan 
General discussion took place surrounding the Region 10 Works Council Strategic Plan.  Dr. Melin discussed having a community group to help keep all parties connected such as One Southern Indiana.  The Council discussed how One Southern Indiana could support initiatives of the Council through their Advocacy Council. 

Dr. Melin made a point that the Council needs to continue being (1.) a communicator and convener within the different identified sector areas and (2.) promote who the Council is in the community for better relevancy and impact.  All council members agreed.
