I. Call to Order and Welcome
II. Roll Call – One absent
III. Approval of Council Meeting Minutes of March 13th, 2014
Minutes were approved.
IV. CTE Awareness Grant Application—John Fallon
Dr. Fallon shared “Powerful Connections” proposal that takes teacher and counselors into businesses during the summer and brings businesses into schools during the school year. They are looking for a part time person to serve as the coordinator. The budget totals $65,000.  Jason shared that it has been approved and is at BSU for signatures. Greg, Rusty, Mike and Tim worked on it. 
V. CTE Curriculum Grant Presentations—

Jay County – Jeremy Gulley pointed out changes since the presentation last month. In working with an early credentialing model through the Conexus program and an additional 4 courses to pave the way for students to complete an AAS degree. The proposal is a collaboration with John Jay Center for Learning, Ivy Tech, Ft. Recovery Industries, and Pennville Custom Cabinets. The grant explores internships in acceptable areas of factories. 
Randolph Central – Lisa Chalfant presented a proposal for a Construction Trades program that partners the City of Winchester, Associated Builders and Contractors, Ivy Tech and local business partners.  This program is in conjunction with their city designation as a “Work Ready Community” and fills primary gaps that were identified by community employers. The curriculum includes a flipped classroom approach, project based learning with a business focus and a community service projects. Local business members will serve as mentors. The focus of the program is commercial construction, this provides opportunities in addition to the residential construction program at the career center. The program will serve high school students during the day and adults in evenings.  There was a resounding response from employers that there are local jobs. 
New Castle – Bob Hobbs presented a proposal for machine trades. Machine tool businesses within 25 miles of New Castle have indicated a tremendous need for employees to replace retirees. The program includes NIMS certification and college credits.  The program will begin with high school students and will be expanded to include open entrance, open-exit for adults as well. Employers will be coming in this week  to evaluate equipment and curriculum. The program is designed for students to complete an AAS degree if they desire. 
It was moved, seconded and approved with 4 abstentions that all three proposals be sent forward to CECI.
