IV. Postsecondary Pathways Event Debrief 
Feedback from attendees was excellent.  The tour was good, but was hard to hear.   One comment was that top jobs on the line were $16/hr.  We need to focus on careers that have a living wage.  We need to be cautious about how we push students. Mike could help tremendously with providing wage info for the group.  We had 86 attend and had a cap of 80, attendance and feedback were excellent and in line with others in the state.

V. Work Based Learning Opportunities – Janet Boston, Indiana INTERNnet
Janet Boston presented opportunities through Indiana Intern.net. Lilly endowment is the priority funder.  They are housed at the state Chamber of Commerce.  They focus on work –and-learn models.  There are more and more HS internships. They have all sorts of internships including virtual interns.  Employers are using them as recruiting tool.  Interns can save money, complete backburner projects, work on virtual projects.  Networking is the key thing for them.  We need to provide them professional development.  The Dept. of labor has specific guidelines for internships. IN Intern.net is free.  They provide high touch services and reach out to over 30 career fairs. There is an awards program each year for interns.  All internships are posted on their website by economic regions.  There are over 1,100 positions currently.  She shared EARN Indiana program information.  

Jennifer shared that the Lt. Governor is passionate about adding 10,000 work to learn opportunities.  Pioneer has many interns and emerging leaders in their programs.

VI. Innovative Curriculum Grant Update – Jeremy Gulley, Jay County Schools
Jeremy Gulley shared progress made toward their grant to date.  He is very pleased with student participation.
