Article 1, Sections 4 and 6 of the Indiana Constitution:
Section 4. No preference shall be given, by law, to any creed, religious society, or mode of worship; and no person shall be compelled to attend, erect, or support, any place of worship, or to maintain any ministry, against his consent. (History: As Amended November 6, 1984).
Section 6. No money shall be drawn from the treasury, for the benefit of any religious or theological institution.

I.C.20-8.1-7-21          
AIDS INFORMATION; CONTENTS; CONSENT TO DISTRIBUTION


Sec.21. (a) The state board of education shall provide information stressing the moral aspects of abstinence from sexual activity in any literature that it distributes to schoolchildren and young adults concerning available methods for the prevention of acquired immune deficiency syndrome (AIDS).  Such literature must state that the best way to avoid AIDS is for young people to refrain from sexual activity until they are ready as adults to establish, in the context of marriage, a mutually faithful monogamous relationship.

(b) The state board of education may not distribute AIDS literature described in subsection (a) to schoolchildren without   the consent of the governing body of the school corporation the schoolchildren attend.  As added by P.L.197-1987, Sec.2.

I.C.20-10.1-4-10          
AIDS INSTRUCTION


Sec.10. (a) Each school corporation shall include in its curriculum medically accurate instruction concerning the disease known as acquired immune deficiency syndrome (AIDS) and shall integrate this effort to the extent possible with medically accurate  instruction on other dangerous communicable diseases.


(b) A school corporation shall consider the recommendations of the AIDS advisory council (as established in IC 20-8.1-11) concerning community standards on the content of the instruction, the manner in which the information is presented, and the grades in which it is taught.


(c) Literature that is distributed to school children and young adults under this section must include information required by IC 20-8.1-7-21.

(d) The department, in consultation with the state department of health, shall develop medically accurate AIDS educational materials.  The department shall make the materials developed under this section available to school corporations.  (Effective as of July 1, 2000)

I.C.20-10.1-4-11
SEX EDUCATION TO EMPHASIZE ABSTINENCE AND MONOGAMY


Sec.11. Instruction on human sexuality or sexually transmitted diseases must be medically accurate. An accredited school shall:

(1) teach abstinence from sexual activity outside of marriage as the expected standard for all school age children;

(2) include that abstinence from sexual activity is the only certain way to avoid out-of-wedlock pregnancy, sexually transmitted diseases, and other associated health problems; and include that the best way to avoid sexually transmitted diseases and other associated health problems is to establish a mutually faithful monogamous relationship in the context of marriage. (Effective as of July 1, 2000)

I.C.20-10.1-4-15

STUDENT SURVEYS

Access to materials relating to personal analysis, evaluation, or survey of students; consent for participation
     Sec. 15. (a) A school corporation shall make available for inspection by the parents or guardians of a student any instructional materials, including:
        (1) teachers' manuals;
        (2) student texts;
        (3) films or other video materials;
        (4) tapes; and
        (5) other materials; used in connection with a personal analysis, an evaluation, or a survey described in subsection (b).
    (b) A student shall not be required to participate in a personal analysis, an evaluation, or a survey that is not directly related to academic instruction and that reveals or attempts to affect the student's attitudes, habits, traits, opinions, beliefs, or feelings concerning:
        (1) political affiliations;
        (2) religious beliefs or practices;
        (3) mental or psychological conditions that may embarrass the student or the student's family;
        (4) sexual behavior or attitudes;
        (5) illegal, antisocial, self-incriminating, or demeaning behavior;
        (6) critical appraisals of other individuals with whom the student has a close family relationship;
        (7) legally recognized privileged or confidential relationships, including a relationship with a lawyer, minister, or physician; or
        (8) income (except as required by law to determine eligibility for participation in a program or for receiving financial assistance under a program);
without the prior consent of the student (if the student is an adult or emancipated minor) or the prior written consent of the student's parent or guardian (if the student is an unemancipated minor). A parental consent form for such a personal analysis, evaluation, or survey shall accurately reflect the contents and nature of the personal analysis, evaluation, or survey.
    (c) The department and the governing body shall give parents and students notice of their rights under this section.
    (d) The governing body shall enforce this section.
As added by P.L.204-1995, SEC.1.

Appendix B: Matching Funds

Program Expenses – any expense included in the budget that the project proposes to be funded by Indiana RESPECT funds or matching dollars (includes staff, supplies, space costs, etc.)

Matching Funds –dollars a project assigns to support activities for their Indiana RESPECT project. Grantees are required to provide a minimum of 35% matching funds. Note: All rules and restrictions of Indiana RESPECT grant funds also applies to all matching funds. 

In-Kind Contribution – those non-cash items provided to your agency for free, which have a monetary value, that your agency is offering as matching funds. In-Kind Contributions may only be considered match with ISDH approval.

Examples of In-Kind: 

· An outside entity will provide space for your project activities at no cost to your agency. Calculate the value of the space the same way you would calculate space paid for by your agency as cash match.

· Volunteers will provide services for participants of your project at no cost to your agency. Calculate and document volunteer hours the same way you would if these were employees.

· An outside entity will provide printed materials to be used for educational purposes. Calculate the expense of these materials the same way you would calculate the expense of printing or purchasing them with project funds.

Examples of expenditure items that will not be allowed (either with RESPECT funds or matching funds): 

· Construction of buildings, building renovations;

· Depreciation of existing buildings or equipment;

· Contributions, gifts, donations; 

· Entertainment, food;

· Automobile purchase;

· Interest and other financial costs; 

· Costs for in-hospital patient care;

· Fines and penalties;

· Fees for health services;

· Accounting expenses for government agencies;

· Bad debts;

· Contingency funds;

· Executive expenses (car rental, car phone, entertainment);

· Client travel; and

· Legislative lobbying.

The following may be claimed as a project expenditure for Indiana RESPECT and may only be paid for with specific permission from the Adolescent Health Coordinator at the Indiana State Department of Health: equipment, out-of-state travel, and dues to societies, organizations, or federations. All equipment costing $1,000 or more that is purchased with funds from Indiana RESPECT and/or Indiana RESPECT matching funds, shall remain the property of the State and shall not be sold or disposed of without written consent from the State.

Appendix C: Approved Evidence-Based Curricula

The applicant agency may a) implement an evidence-based sexuality education/teen pregnancy prevention program or b) implement a self-developed sexuality education/teen pregnancy prevention program or c) implement an already existing curriculum with adaptations to meet your needs.
The following are two approved curriculum-based sex and STD/HIV education programs with strong evidence of positive impact on sexual behavior or pregnancy or STD rates that have been evaluated using an experimental study design*:

1. Draw the Line, Respect the Line 

Postponing sexual activity involves a number of skills, and Draw the Line, Respect the Line focuses on these. The curriculum is designed to help students achieve five objectives: 

· to know their personal sexual limit; 

· to identify their motivation for that limit; 

· to identify threats to their limit; 

· to use interpersonal skills to maintain their sexual limit; and 

· to respect the limits of others. 

The curriculum consists of 20 lessons given to sixth, seventh and eighth graders in postponing sexual activity and using protection if they are sexually active. Specially trained educators who are comfortable with the topic of sex provide the lessons. 

The curriculum has many characteristics that are shared by successful HIV prevention and sex education curricula: narrow focus, theoretical foundation, high interest activities, addresses social pressures on sexual behaviors, and provides modeling and practice of communication and negotiation skills.

Draw the Line, Respect the Line focuses on preventing both pregnancy and STDs. This curriculum has been identified as an experimentally evaluated program that had an impact on teen sexual initiation. It delayed the initiation of sex among boys for three years, increased abstinence during the previous year for three years, reduced the frequency of sex for two years, and reduced the number of sexual partners for two years.

2. Making Proud Choices: A Safer Sex Approach to HIV/STDs and Teen Pregnancy Prevention

Making Proud Choices is an eight module curriculum providing young adolescents with the knowledge, confidence and skills necessary to reduce their risk of sexually transmitted diseases (STDs), HIV and pregnancy by abstaining from sex or using condoms if they choose to have sex. Making Proud Choices acknowledges that abstinence from sex is preferred, but highlights condom use as a way to reduce the risk of STDs and pregnancy.  The program places specific emphasis upon adolescents’ goals and dreams and on how sexual behavior has the potential to thwart those dreams.

The goal of Making Proud Choices is to empower young adolescents to change their behavior in ways that will reduce their risk of becoming infected with HIV and other STDs and their risk for pregnancy. Specifically, this curriculum emphasizes that adolescents can reduce their risk for STDs, HIV and pregnancy by using a condom, if they choose to have sex.

Upon completion of Making Proud Choices, adolescents will:

· Increase their knowledge of HIV, STDs and pregnancy prevention 

· Believe in the value of safer sex, including abstinence

· Improve their ability to negotiate abstinence/safer-sex practices 

· Increase their ability to use condoms correctly 

· Have stronger intentions to use condoms if they have sex 

· Have a lower incidence of HIV/STD sexual risk-taking behavior 

· Take pride in choosing responsible sexual behaviors 

This curriculum has been identified as an experimentally evaluated program that changed participants’ sexual behaviors. It reduced the frequency of sex, increased the use of condoms, ad reduced unprotected sex during a 12-month period. Slightly modified versions of this curricula were implemented and evaluated in other studies and communities and were found to be effective.
