· 39% of participating children attend an Indiana school that is listed on the “failing to make annual yearly progress” list according to the Indiana Department of Education.
· 47% of parents self-report that their child struggles with reading.
· 49% of parents self-report that their child struggles with math.  
· 12% of participating youth are reported to be enrolled in special education.

Pre-tests (utilizing the Woodcock-Johnson Tests of Achievement Math and Reading Fluency sub-tests) were administered and scored on 19,435 children.  Results on the pre-tests showed the following:

3,489 (18%) of the pre-tested children are eligible for Career-Only based upon pre test scores (applicable only in years 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7).

The overall goal of the program was to increase children’s scores on the reading and math fluency sub-tests.  The goals were as follows:
· Children in First and Second Grade would increase their scores by at least 10% in the area that they scored the lowest on the pre test or on either if they scored at/below grade level in both areas.
· Children in Third through Eighth Grade would increase their scores by at least 15% in the area that they scored the lowest on the pre test or on either if they scored at/below grade level in both areas.

Actual performance through August 2012:
54% average increase in Reading Fluency Scores
49% average increase in Math Fluency Scores
