
Q. Do I need to register for the sessions? 

A. No. Just arrive  at one of the sessions 

10-15 minutes early to fill out              

paperwork. 

Q. What happens if I show up late to the 

session? 

A. Participants will not be given credit 

for session if they arrive more than 10 

minutes late. 

Q. Will I receive proof that I attended 

the session? 

A. The adult attendance registration 

sheet that you receive at the session will 

serve as your record of completion. 

Q. When will the courts be notified of my 

attendance completion? 

A. Noble County participants papers will 

be sent to the Noble County courts   

within 2 weeks. Participants who file 

their divorce outside of Noble County 

will be responsible for delivering their 

own record of completion to the           

appropriate parties. 

Q. How will I know if a session is        

cancelled? 

A. Holidays and holiday weekends, there 

will be no session.  If school is closed due 

to inclement weather there will be no 

session. Listen to WAWK for               

cancelations. 

Q. What should I bring with me to the 

session? 

A. Picture ID and payment.

Participants whose divorce is 

filed in the Noble County Court System 

are free of charge.
