vi. 376 —909.3 — Special Inspection and Test Requirements — Withdrawn.

vii. 392 —-1809.5 - Frost Protection — Carryover amendment changing snow map
to snow chart. Approved.

Director
Dyer informed the Committee that discussions with Mr. Cullen were ongoing, but the proposals
were not in a place that could meet the minimum requirements to bring a proposal before the
Committee, but that staff continues to work with him to get the proposals into the right format.
