Triathlon will start at 8:30 a.m. EDT. The event will be preceded by a 
mandatory, 10-minute safety meeting at 7:50 a.m. and Kids’ Fun Run 
at 8:10 a.m. 

• Swim 500 yards in Mississinewa Lake. 
• Bike 16.6 miles on lightly traveled scenic roads around the lake. 
• Run 3.75 miles on Old Frances Slocum Trail Road and groomed 

trails. 
• The event staging and parking areas will be at a beach shelter 

house.

Age or special divisions: 

• Age-group divisions in five-year increments will receive first- 
through third-place awards. First-place winners will also select a 
prize for age and Clydesdale, Athena divisions. 

• Teams will be given first- and second-place awards. 
• Triathletes can also participate in the following special divisions: 

Elite (which makes them eligible for “overall race” winner grand 
prizes); Clydesdale (men 200 pounds and over); Athena (women 
165 pounds and over). Racers that choose to compete in a 
special division, including Elite, will forfeit eligibility for an age-
group prize. 

• Only Elite racers will compete in the first wave. Individuals who 
want to compete for the overall winner placings must choose the 
Elite division with their registration or by emailing 
lbrown@dnr.IN.gov. 

• Prizes and awards for first-, second-, and third- place overall 
winners will range from $50 to $150 retail value.
