Defnitions of Modifed IICP and Setting Exceptions 
Modifed IICP: Used in instances where a client resides in an HCBS-eligible setting, but needs a restriction that does 
not align with residential setting requirements 

Settings Exceptions: Used in instances where a client resides in a residential setting that is not HCBS-eligible, but has a 
need related to their mental health diagnoses that requires a more restrictive environment. A setting exception can only 
be pursued in cases where the setting undergoes assessment by the State Evaluation Team and is found ineligible for 
Home- and Community-Based Services.
