Confined Feeding Operation (CFO)
Emergency Notification for Manure Surface Application to Frozen or Snow-Covered Ground (Required Information)
Emergency application of manure to frozen or snow covered ground is only allowed when there is an immediate need to apply manure to comply with manure storage requirements due to unforeseen circumstances affecting the storage of liquid manure.  An emergency is an unforeseen circumstance beyond the control of the owner of the CFO which impacts the farm’s ability to safely contain manure within a storage unit. Such emergencies include natural disasters, extreme weather conditions, or equipment or structural failure such as a water line break or an accident that compromises a lagoon wall.  (See 327 IAC 19-14-4(g) and (h))
In such situations, you must notify the Indiana Department of Environmental Management of the emergency by phone before land applying. The notification must include the following information.
