$2, 054. 05.

Additionally, on February 27th, 2024, it was
determ ned that the BetRi vers inproperly renoved
73 -- 173 active patrons fromthe exclusion |ist.

A review of the patron account show t hat
over the course of three days dated February 9th,
2016, through February 12, 2024, 16 pl ayers
deposited funds to their account, 18 pl ayers
pl aced wagers, and three w thdrew funds foll ow ng
t he exclusion renoval. The total anount
deposited was $10, 564, the total anmount wagered
was 39, 764.75, and the total anmount w t hdrawn
$5, 469. 51.

The settl enent agreenent outlines
Bet Ri vers's acknow edgenent of its errors and the
measures that they have taken to prevent such
incident in the future, including no |onger

sendi ng automati c nessages to fornerly excl uded
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patrons and i npl enenti ng nmeasures to confirm
accuracy of exclusion data.

Rush Street Interactive has agreed to a
nonetary settlenment of $54,000. Relevant details
of this settl enent agreenent have been provi ded
in your neeting materials.

MR. NEAL: Conmi ssioners, you have before
you Resol ution 2024-131. Resolution 2024-131
concerns the readoption of adm nistrative rules
that are set to expire on January 1st of this
com ng year.

Adm ni strati ve rul es adopted under | ndi ana
Code Chapter 4-22-2 expire on January 1lst of the
fifth year after the year in which the rul e takes
effect unless the rule is readopted.

Comm ssion staff has filed the required

noti ces and conpl eted the readopti on review as
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well as the required public coment peri od.
Accordi ngly, Resolution 2024-131, if
approved, will readopt the sections identified in

the notice of intent w thout any changes or

edits. The readopted final rule will then be
filled with the I ndi ana Regi ster.

And next, | would like to turn your
attention to those new -- those resol utions

i nvol vi ng the new pronul gati on of adm ni strative
rul es, and you have before you Resol utions
2024- 132, 2024-133, 2024-134, and 2024-135 on
fines, fees, and penalties regarding fighting
sports, paid fantasy sports, casinos, suppliers,
and sports wageri ng vendors, and charity gam ng
respecti vely.

As you know, we have been operati ng under
t he saf e harbor provision of Indiana Code
4-22-2-19.6 regarding certain fines assessed by
t he Conm ssion. The rules before you today have
all satisfied Indiana's rule pronul gation
pr ocess.

Specifically, the foll owi ng steps have been
conpl eted | eading up to today, and | know Denni s
menti oned nost of them but 1'll repeat here.

Bef ore begi nning the process, Conm ssion
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staff reached out to stakeholders for their

i nput . I n Decenber of |ast year, Commi ssion
staff brought the rules before the State budget
committee as required for any rul es regarding
fines, fees, and civil penalties per I|Indiana Code
4-22-2-19. 6.

In March of this year, the Ofice of
Managenent and Budget approved the Comm ssi on
staff's request to pronul gate each of the rules.

On April 3rd, 2024, the Legislative Services
Agency posted first notices of public coment
period and notices of public hearing in the
I ndi ana Regi ster for each rul e individually.

Comm ssion staff held the public hearings,
responded to any conments received, and sone
comrent s have been addressed through certain
changes to the initial proposed rule. Public
comrents are avail abl e by request.

The noti ce and second public coment peri od
and hearing is posted for each rule that received
substantive conments per | ndiana code. No
comrents were received during that second public
comrent periods or at the second public hearings.

Shoul d the rul es be approved by the

Conmm ssion, Conmm ssion staff will submt the
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final rule to the O fice of |Indiana Attorney
CGeneral for approval, and then they'll submt t
governor's office for final approval.

The final rule will then be submtted to
Legi sl ati ve Services Agency for posting in the
| ndi ana Regi ster.

Comm ssion staff has recomended approval
Resol utions 2024-132, 2024-133, 2024-134, and
2024- 135 which will have the effect of adopting
the final rules regarding fines, fees, and
penalties for entities regul ated by the
Conmmi ssi on.

MR WATSON: Commi ssi oners, before you you
have Order 2024-136 concerni ng request received
by casino |icensee Caesars Entertai nment,
| ncor por at ed, requesting approval of a proposed
financial transaction.

In addition to seeking perm ssion to act on
t he proposed financial transaction, Caesars al so
requested a wai ver of 68 | AC so-call ed
two- neeting requirenment in accordance wth
Conmm ssion's authority contained in Resol ution
2017-1009.

The confidential details of those financi al
transactions as well as the Comm ssion status
anal ysis were provided to the Conmi ssioners in
the confidential naterials.

I n accordance with procedures identified in

Resol uti on 2017-109, Caesars was i ssued an

33
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interi mapproval of its proposed financi al
transacti ons. I nteri mapproval contained in the
followi ng condition -- contained the foll ow ng
condi ti ons.

First, the terns articulated in the final
fi nanci al docunentation do not naterially differ
fromthe terms that were presented in the witing
approval .

Second, the terns of the financi al
docunent ati on do not violate | AC 4-33 or 4-35.

Thi rd, Caesars nust provide the Conm ssion
with a | egal opinion denonstrating conpliance
with | C dash 433 and 435.

And, finally, Caesars nust close on its
respective financial transaction by a certain
dat e.

Resol uti on 2017-109 requires that interim
fi nanci al approval that is issued nust be
reported to the Comm ssion for considerati on and
final ratification or other direction.

CHAl RVAN THOWPSON: That was prelimnary
itens were presented and we gave our approvals
and are noving forward with that.

Presenting for the Ganing Integrity D vision
is Investigator Manny Becker. Il want to
hi ghlight for you all, Conmm ssioners, and those
wat chi ng that | nvestigator Becker was awarded
this year's award of excell ence by the |Indi ana
| nspect or General .

During that presentation, |nvesti gator
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Becker was honored for his effectiveness in
conducti ng conpl ex i nvestigations, expeditiously
and t horoughly. H s ability to build good
rel ati onshi ps with stakehol ders and success in
efforts that helped bring a multimlIlion dollar
narcotics trafficking and noney | aunderi ng
organi zation to justice.

Thi s successful case was al so showcased by
the US Departnent of Treasury in its 2024
nati onal noney | aundering ri sk assessnent.

| nvesti gator Becker is often asked to
present to various groups, including the |Indiana
prosecuti ng attorneys counsel and at the annual
AM_/ BSA conference in Las Vegas, and he has
earned an excellent reputation for expertise in
the area of noney | aundering investigati ons. Hi s
work is key to the mssion of the 1GC and is a
positive reflection of the Conmm ssion's
dedication to a culture of integrity.

W' re very pleased to have himpresent to
you today. W' ve been |ooking forward to it.

CHAI RVAN THOWPSON: | ve had t he wonderf ul
opportunity to work with M. Cook, and if he
gi ves you that kind of a high sign, it's got to

be good. Wl cone.
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MR. BECKER Not the first time to do it
really well.

Good norni ng, Conm ssioners and executi ve
staff. M name is Manny Becker, and may it
pl ease the Conm ssion, |'mhere today to present
on behalf of the Gaming Integrity D vision.

| want to begin by sharing the m ssion
statenment of the Gamng Integrity. Qur nission
is to proactively work in partnership with
casi nos to analyze informati on, and when
appropriate, conduct investigations wth other
initiatives to deter financial crinmes and ot her
activities negatively inpacting the integrity of
the gami ng industry in Indiana while ensuring
conpliance with all federal and state BSA/ AML
requirements.

This presentation is an overvi ew of the
organi zati onal structure and key conponents that
uphold ganming integrity in |Indiana casi nos.

W will begin with an organi zati onal chart
and provide a brief background of each team
menber. O her topics will include a brief
di scussi on on federal and state of I|ndiana
regul ati ons that govern gam ng operations. And

finally, I will present a few case investigation

37
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exampl es.

This is the org chart for the Gam ng
Integrity Division. M. Frank Brady is the
director of the Gaming Integrity Division. He
cane to the IGC in its inception in 1994. Pri or
to the 1GC, he worked with the US Departnent of
Treasury for 28 years. Hi s assignnments included
wor ki ng New Yor k, Loui siana, and I ndi ana.

M. Bill Peevler is an investigator with
27 years of previous | aw enforcenent experience
with the I ndiana State Police. Upon his retiring
fromthe Indiana State Police, M. Peevler
continued his commtnent to public service
wor king with | ndi ana Departnent of Revenue, and
joined the I ndiana Gam ng Conmi ssion in 2005
serving in numerous capacities.

Mysel f, | cane to the Indiana Gani ng
Comm ssion in 2006 and began this career as an
| GC enf orcenent agent and pronoted to supervi sor
for Holl ywood and Ri sing Star Casi nos. In 2017 |
was chosen to serve as a field investigator for
t he sout heast area and join the Gaming Integrity
Division in 2021. Prior to this, I was a deputy
sheriff at the Jennings County Sheriff's Ofice.

The Gaming Integrity Division is tasked with
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review of three significant areas. The AM./ BSA
conpliance with both federal and State of I|Indiana
| aws and regul ati ons, financial fraud crim nal
activity, and noney | aundering activity.

Casi nos are considered financi al
institutions, and as such nust be able to neet
all the requirenents from Fi nCEN and the I RS
Part of this is that the casinos are tasked to
eval uate the size, |ocation, dollar value, types
of ganes offered, and conpl ete custoner anal ysis.
This evaluation is known as the AML ri sk
assessnent.

The casi no, based on their AM ri sk
assessnment, should create internal controls,
policies, and procedures to mtigate the
opportunities for noney | aunderi ng and ot her
financial crinmes that can occur in Indiana
casi nos.

The G D conducts a yearly audit of these
(i naudi ble). The purpose for the reviewis to
identify the AML progranis strength and
weaknesses of the internal policies, procedures,
and control s.

This process facilitates an open dial ogue to

ensure the A D is providing optinal feedback and
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support with the priority in identifying the
norns in the gam ng i ndustry.

The American Gani ng Association is the
| eadi ng gam ng i ndustry resource, provides
gui dance to the casino industry on how to
mtigate bad actors from usi ng casi nos as a
source for the dem se, the source of funds, or to
spend their proceeds fromtheir dissident
activities.

The Anmerican Gani ng Associ ati on encour ages
strong and robust AM. prograns that neet or
exceeds the I RS and Fi nCEN requirenents. They
have shoul d have a place -- they should have a
place in these five pillars for a successful AM
program

Desi gnati on of a dedi cated conpli ance
officer is a pillar. This should be a person
with knowl edge of casino reporting requirenents
and understands the regul ati ons for inplenenting
and enforcing the AM. conpliance program

Second pillar, witten internal policies and
procedures and controls. These need to neet the
Ameri can Gami ng Associ ation, IRS, and Fi nCEN
| aws, rules, and guidelines. The policies should

be well witten so they can be easily inpl enmented
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and fol |l owed.

The third pillar, ongoing training for
enpl oyees. Training should start with enpl oyees
fromday one. The ongoing training wll
rei nforce the inportance.

Pillar nunber four, independent review. The
internal audit at the casinos will reviewthe
work well along with the schedul ed revi ews when
t he new products are brought to market and when
inefficiencies are identified.

And the last pillar is custoner due
diligence. A know your-custoner program and
enhanced due diligence that encourage al
avai l abl e sources to be | ooked into before naking
a final assessnent.

Wiy is this inportant? W want to avoid
headl ines |i ke these. These casinos do not want
to be used as cover for crimnal activity.
Headl i nes |i ke these can create a loss in public
trust. Prosecutors and | aw enforcenents -- and
| aw enf orcenent have told us they do not want to
have these types of activities in their
jurisdictions.

Now | want to share sone exanpl es of

crimnal investigations that the Gaming Integrity
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I nvestigations allow the Gaming Integrity

Division to work closely with state agencies |ike

t he I ndi ana Departnent of Revenue, |ocal police
departnments and sheriff's office, as well as
federal agencies like the FBI, I RS, and DEA, and
others to identify bad actors who want to use

| ndi ana casi nos as a source to conduct crim nal
activity or |launder the proceeds of the crim nal
activity. These are just a few exanpl es.

We have financial fraud, which invol ves
check fraud, identity theft, credit and debit
card theft. Enbezzlenent. W had a case
involving a residential care unit where a person
stol e just under $50,000 so they coul d support
their problemgam ng. Sane thing with famly
busi ness, enbezzlenent. A famly nenber who was
part of the owners, also wthout the others
knowi ng, was taking noney so they could support
t heir probl em gam ng.

W' ve al so had investigations invol ving
human trafficking and human smuggli ng, and al so
tied into illicit massage busi nesses that take
t hese young | adies from other countries and have

t hem wor k t here.
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W' ve identified transnati onal noney
| aunderi ng organi zati ons, Hawal a, which is
basically a privatized banki ng system t hat
certain cultures use as a way to handle their
fi nances so they can send noney back hone w t hout
identifying the noney either |eaving the United
States or being received in their countri es.

And t hen, of course, we have the -- probably
the nost well known is narcotics trafficking,
whi ch we have had cases that have invol ved
mari j uana, fentanyl, and net hanphetam ne. And
the strongest consideration to all these crines
is that there's always going to be a victim
associ ated to these crines.

Now I want to wal k you through a few case
i nvestigations that occurred at |ndi ana casi nos.
In this case we have a person who brings in over
$260, 000 i n cash, npbst of them 20s. This cash
was brought in gym bags and backpacks, and they
go ahead and buy chips |like they're going to go
play their table ganes. They sit there for about
45 m nutes, and then return to the cage to cash
in the chips, but in this case they ask for a
check, and they ask for a check to be made out to

anot her person.
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So questions were asked, why woul d t hey ask
for a check? Are they trying to legitim ze their
source of funds? The investigation found that
this group was involved in illicit nassage
busi nesses and possi bl e nexus to human
trafficking.

In this next investigation, a patron was
observed near surveillance with | arge cash,
again, nostly 20s, totaling over $40, 000, had
m ni mum gane activity, and cashes out nore than
t hey brought in. Wen they cashed out, they also
requested only $100 bills.

This simlar activity was docunented on
three different events by the sane person. So,
agai n, push the rules, where did the extra chips
cone fron? Was this from previous play?

Well, our |aw enforcenent friends with the
DEA and ot her | aw enforcenent agencies tell us
that chi ps are known source of drug trafficking
currency because they can easily be cashed j ust
by showi ng up at the casino. Wen conpleting a
review of this information, it was di scovered
this person provided different identifying
informati on during the three events.

And the | ast one is a record search of
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sports wagi ng transactions by a M. DC from
nuner ous sports wagering transaction totaling
just over $2.7 mllion at several southern

| ndi ana casi nos. The sports wagers ranged from
in anobunts of a few hundred dollars to $160, 000
in cash, and as due diligence was applied here,
they asked for tax returns. M. DC provided tax
records that indicated that he had $34,000 in
sales froma small business. However, his first
wager was $94, 000. He | ost that one. Cane back
three days later with $135, 000.

The i nvestigation by |Iocal and federal |aw
enforcenent found that M. DC was involved in
drug trafficking activity, and M. DC was | ater
convicting for drug trafficki ng and noney
| aundering by the IRS. He was sentenced to seven
years and ni ne nont hs.

Before that one, back in 2015 and 2016, a
gentl eman by the nane of M. DWspent over
$4.2 mllion of which $3.5 nmillion was spent in
cash casi no purchases. Again, this person was
found to be involved in drug activity. M. DW
was | ater convicted for drug trafficking and
money | aunderi ng and sentenced to 34 years.

The ultimate i nvestigative goal of these
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conpr ehensi ve, integrated, and parallel financial
i nvestigations is to gather all applicable

i nformati on and present potential crim nal
activity cases to | ocal prosecutors, |aw

enf orcenent agencies, and federal authorities for
crimnal prosecution or to assistance those
entities with their own investigations. And this
endeavor creating working relationships with the
| ndi ana county prosecutors, |ocal |aw
enforcenent, state and federal agenci es.

The Gaming Integrity D vision al so works
with the | GC enforcenent agents and i nvestigators
Wi th conprehensive crimnal investigations of
maj or violaters or investigations involving
several properties and assisting as a liaison
with federal and state agenci es.

In conclusion, gamng integrity is conmtted
to protecting Indiana casi nos, the comunities
where they operate, and the public from bad
actors and the crimnal activities by working in
partnership with casi nos, and together gain
know edge, explore new technol ogi es, and pronote
conti nuous i nprovenent to pronote confidence and
trust with the gam ng industry in Indiana.

| thank you for your tinme, and | appreciate
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CHAl RVAN THOWSON: M. Becker, thank you so

much for the presentation. It's eye openi ng.
But it's -- you and your work and your staff's
work which allows ne to rely upon our staff
recommendati ons and how it is we operate in ter

of our due share of the responsibility.

BECKER First, we start out with our
due diligence to try to figure out if we have to
even contact |aw enforcenment. W try to find out
if this person has the neans to have this kind of
gam ng activity.

It's only when we -- when we've actually
cone to the conclusion or pretty nmuch a
reasonabl e concl usion that this person probably
doesn't have those kind of neans for that kind of
wagering activity, then we nake open source
i nvestigation. You know, we nmay | ook at, you
know, where they have worked, things |like that.
W may even contact |ocal |aw enforcenent to say,

hey, what do you know about Manny Becker? |Is he

a guy -- you know, and sonetines, honestly,
they'll say oh, you nean the guy that picks up,
you know -- you know, used stoves and water

heaters on the side of the road? The guy that's
pi cking up his water heaters just played $30, 000
this weekend on football. So we start | ooking at
things like that.

And t hen once we start working with our | aw

enf orcenent partners, whether it's dependent on
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how we see things, we may reach out to just the
IRS. We may reach out to the DEA if a person has
known previous drug activity, things |like that,
then we'll be -- you know, we just kind of work

t oget her as a group, and then we determ ne what

i nvesti gati ve avenues need to be foll owed.
