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Legal Notice of Public Hearing – Des No’s 1800255 and 1800256 

Pavement Rehabilitation Project on SR 46 in Greensburg, Indiana  

 

The Indiana Department of Transportation (INDOT), Seymour District will host a public hearing on Monday, 
September 25, 2023, at the Greensburg City Hall, 314 W. Washington Street Greensburg, IN 47240.  The hearing 
will begin at 6:00pm, doors open at 5:30pm. The purpose of the public hearing is to offer all interested persons 
an opportunity to comment on current preliminary design plans for the pavement rehabilitation project along SR 
46 in Greensburg, Decatur County. The purpose of this project is to add service life to the pavement (9-20 years 
minimum for Des No. 1800255, and 20 years minimum for Des No. 1800256) by improving the overall pavement 
condition and addressing drainage issues. In addition, this project seeks to enhance pedestrian facilities to ensure 
facilities meet current ADA and PROWAG standards and improve connectivity for residents within the community.   
 
This project is divided into two sections with two separate Des Nos. Des No. 1800255 encompasses the western 
portion of the project area, while Des No. 1800256 encompasses the eastern portion of the project area. The 
project limits for Des No. 1800255 are from SR 3 to the west junction with United States Highway (US) 421, 
totaling approximately 1.8 miles in length. The project limits of Des. No. 1800256 are from the east junction with 
US 421 to Base Road, totaling approximately 0.8 miles in length.  
 
The scope of work for Des No. 1800255 would include milling and applying a Hot Mix Asphalt (HMA) with partial 
and full depth patching at various locations from SR 3 to the railroad crossing belonging to the Central Railroad of 
Indiana (CIND) railroad. From the CIND railroad to the west junction with US 421 the proposed project 
recommends full depth pavement replacement along with replacement and/or construction of a stormwater 
sewer system, sanitary sewer system, water main installation, and curb and gutter. In addition, new street lighting 
would be installed along this portion of the project. The intersections of West Street, Carver Street, Anderson 
Street, and US 421 (Ireland St.) are proposed to be reconstructed to meet current Americans with Disabilities Act 
(ADA) and Public Right of Way Accessibility Guidelines (PROWAG) standards. Sidewalk construction 
/reconstruction would occur from the Needler’s (736 W. Main St.) parking lot to the SR 46 and Ireland St. 
intersection on both the north and south sides. In addition, from the Needler’s parking lot, west to the CIND 
railroad crossing, there would be a sidewalk added to the north side only. The project would include 
reconstructing the intersection at the west junction of US 421 and SR 46 (locally known as Main Street and Ireland 
Street). In addition to the pavement reconstruction at this location the scope of work includes new storm sewer 
and inlets, improved turning radii in the northeast quadrant (moving the new curb to roughly the back of the 
existing sidewalk), adjusting the signal pole locations, and replacing curb ramps to meet current ADA standards. 
 
The scope of work for Des No. 1800256 would include full depth pavement replacement, and 
reconstruction/construction of sidewalks along SR 46 from the east junction of US 421 to the drive to the 
Greensburg Public Library (approximately 0.09 mile west of the Base Road intersection). Along the north side of 
SR 46, it is proposed that the existing sidewalk would be replaced with a 8-10 foot-wide multi-use path. 
Additionally, the south side of SR 46 would have 5 foot wide sidewalks and a 5 foot wide grass buffer. The 
replacement and/or construction of a stormwater sewer system, water main installation, street lighting, and curb 
and gutter is proposed for this portion of the project. The existing travel lane and parking configuration would 
change, but one travel lane in each direction would remain. On street parking areas along the south side of SR 46 
would be from Lincoln St. to Vine St. and parking on the north side between Stewart St. and Davidson St.  As part 
of the proposed sidewalk reconstruction, the intersection at Wilder St. would include “bump outs” at the west 
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side of the intersection to improve pedestrian access and promote decreased traffic speed. As part of the 
proposed pavement replacement, the intersection at N. Lincoln St. would include 12-foot lane widths for both 
eastbound and westbound SR 46 travel lanes at the intersection (sidewalk buffer widths would be reduced to 5 
feet to allow the wider lanes to be provided within the existing right-of-way) and the pavement markings for the 
eastbound left turn lane should be extended an additional 200 feet (currently 110 feet) to provide for some 
additional deceleration time. The traffic signals would also be replaced at this location. From the Greensburg 
Public Library drive to the eastern project limits (0.01 mile east of Base Road intersection), an HMA preventative 
maintenance overlay is anticipated.   
 
The Maintenance of Traffic (MOT) plan for the project is under development, a preliminary MOT plan will be 
presented at the public hearing. Access to all properties will be maintained during construction. INDOT will 
coordinate with emergency services, local school corporation officials and project stakeholders to ensure 
potential disruptions and impacts are minimized as much as possible. The project will require approximately 0.82 
acre of permanent new right-of-way, in addition to some temporary right-of-way needed during construction. 
 
Federal and state funds are proposed to be used for construction of this project. The estimated total cost of Des. 
No. 1800255 is $7,400,000 and the estimated total cost for Des. No. 1800256 is $8,500,000. The combined 
estimated total cost is $15,900,000 and includes preliminary engineering, right-of-way, and construction costs. 
INDOT and the Federal Highway Administration have agreed that this project poses minimal impact to the natural 
environment. A Categorical Exclusion Level 4 (CE-4) environmental document has been prepared for the project. 
The environmental documentation and preliminary design information is available to view prior at the following 
location:

Lastly, project information, including the environmental document, may be mailed upon request. 
 
Public statements for the record will be taken as part of the public hearing procedure. All verbal statements 
recorded during the public hearing and all written comments submitted prior to, during and for a period of two 
(2) weeks following the hearing date, will be evaluated, considered and addressed in subsequent environmental 
documentation. Written comments may be submitted prior to the public hearing and within the comment period 
to the attention of Mitchell Wilcox at 3815 River Crossing Parkway, Suite 20, Indianapolis, IN 46240, at 317-663-
8265, or at mitchell.wilcox@mbakerintl.com.

The  Indiana  Department  of
Transportation  (INDOT),  Seymour
District will  host  a public hearing on
Monday, September 25, 2023, at the
Greensburg  City  Hall,  314  W.
Washington  Street  Greensburg,  IN
47240.   The  hearing  will  begin  at
6:00pm, doors open at 5:30pm. The
purpose  of  the public  hearing  is  to
offer  all  interested  persons  an
opportunity  to  comment  on  current
preliminary  design  plans  for  the
pavement rehabilitation project along
SR  46  in  Greensburg,  Decatur
County.  The purpose of this project
is to add service life to the pavement
(9-20  years  minimum  for  Des  No.
1800255, and 20 years minimum for
Des No. 1800256)  by improving the
overall  pavement  condition  and
addressing  drainage  issues.  In
addition,  this  project  seeks  to
enhance  pedestrian  facilities  to
ensure  facilities  meet  current  ADA
and  PROWAG  standards  and
improve  connectivity  for  residents
within the community.  

This  project  is  divided  into  two
sections with two separate Des Nos.
Des No. 1800255 encompasses  the
western  portion  of  the project  area,
while  Des  No.  1800256
encompasses the eastern portion of
the  project  area.  The  project  limits
for Des No. 1800255 are from SR 3
to  the  west  junction  with  United
States  Highway  (US)  421,  totaling
approximately  1.8  miles  in  length.
The  project  limits  of  Des.  No.
1800256 are  from the east  junction
with US 421 to Base Road, totaling
approximately 0.8 miles in length. 

The  scope  of  work  for  Des  No.
1800255  would  include  milling  and
applying  a  Hot  Mix  Asphalt  (HMA)
with partial and full depth patching at
various  locations  from SR  3  to  the
railroad  crossing  belonging  to  the
Central  Railroad  of  Indiana  (CIND)
railroad.  From the CIND  railroad  to
the  west  junction  with  US  421  the
proposed  project  recommends  full
depth  pavement  replacement  along
with  replacement  and/or
construction  of  a stormwater  sewer
system,  sanitary  sewer  system,
water main installation, and curb and
gutter. In addition, new street lighting
would be installed along this portion
of  the  project.  The  intersections  of
West  Street,  Carver  Street,
Anderson  Street,  and  US  421
(Ireland  St.)  are  proposed  to  be
reconstructed  to  meet  current
Americans  with  Disabilities  Act
(ADA)  and  Public  Right  of  Way
Accessibility  Guidelines  (PROWAG)
standards.  Sidewalk construction  /
reconstruction  would occur from the
Needler's (736 W. Main St.) parking
lot  to  the  SR  46  and  Ireland  St.
intersection  on both  the  north  and
south  sides.  In  addition,  from  the
Needler's  parking  lot,  west  to  the
CIND railroad crossing,  there would
be  a  sidewalk  added  to  the  north
side only. The project  would include
reconstructing the intersection at the
west junction of  US 421 and SR 46
(locally  known  as  Main  Street  and
Ireland  Street).  In  addition  to the
pavement  reconstruction  at  this
location  the scope  of  work  includes
new  storm  sewer  and  inlets,

improved  turning  radii  in  the
northeast quadrant (moving the new
curb  to  roughly  the  back  of  the
existing  sidewalk),  adjusting  the
signal  pole locations,  and  replacing
curb  ramps  to  meet  current  ADA
standards.

The  scope  of  work  for  Des  No.
1800256  would  include  full  depth
pavement  replacement,  and
reconstruction/construction  of
sidewalks along SR 46 from the east
junction of US 421 to the drive to the
Greensburg  Public  Library
(approximately 0.09 mile west of the
Base  Road  intersection).  Along  the
north  side  of  SR 46, it  is proposed
that the  existing  sidewalk  would  be
replaced with a 8-10 foot-wide multi-
use path. Additionally, the south side
of  SR  46  would  have  5  foot  wide
sidewalks  and  a  5  foot  wide  grass
buffer.  The  replacement  and/or
construction  of  a  stormwater  sewer
system,  water  main  installation,
street lighting, and curb and gutter is
proposed  for  this  portion  of  the
project. The existing travel lane and
parking configuration would change,
but one travel lane in each direction
would  remain.  On  street  parking
areas along the south side of SR 46
would be from Lincoln St. to Vine St.
and  parking  on  the  north  side
between  Stewart  St.  and  Davidson
St.  As part of the proposed sidewalk
reconstruction,  the  intersection  at
Wilder St. would include "bump outs"
at the west side of the intersection to
improve  pedestrian  access  and
promote decreased traffic speed. As
part  of  the  proposed  pavement
replacement,  the  intersection  at  N.
Lincoln  St.  would  include  12-foot
lane  widths  for both  eastbound  and
westbound SR 46 travel lanes at the
intersection  (sidewalk  buffer  widths
would be reduced to 5 feet to allow
the wider lanes to be provided within
the  existing  right-of-way)  and  the
pavement  markings  for  the
eastbound  left  turn  lane  should  be
extended  an  additional  200  feet
(currently  110  feet)  to  provide  for
some  additional  deceleration  time.
The  traffic  signals  would  also  be
replaced  at  this  location.  From  the
Greensburg  Public  Library  drive  to
the eastern  project  limits  (0.01 mile
east of  Base Road  intersection),  an
HMA  preventative  maintenance
overlay is anticipated.  

The Maintenance of Traffic (MOT)
plan  for  the  project  is  under
development,  a  preliminary  MOT
plan  will  be presented  at  the  public
hearing. Access to all properties will
be  maintained  during  construction.
INDOT  will  coordinate  with
emergency  services,  local  school
corporation  officials  and  project
stakeholders  to  ensure  potential
disruptions  and  impacts  are
minimized as much as possible. The
project  will  require  approximately
0.82 acre of permanent new right-of-
way, in addition  to some temporary
right-of-way  needed  during
construction. 

Federal  and  state  funds  are
proposed to be used for construction
of  this  project.  The  estimated  total
cost  of  Des.  No.  1800255  is
$7,400,000  and  the  estimated  total
cost  for  Des.  No.  1800256  is
$8,500,000.  The  combined
estimated  total  cost  is  $15,900,000
and  includes  preliminary
engineering,  right-of-way,  and

construction  costs.  INDOT  and  the
Federal  Highway  Administration
have  agreed  that  this  project  poses
minimal  impact  to  the  natural
environment.  A  Categorical
Exclusion  Level  4  (CE-4)
environmental  document  has  been
prepared  for  the  project.  The
environmental  documentation  and
preliminary  design  information  is
available  to  view  prior  at  the
following location:

Project Location:  

The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and the Indiana Department of Transportation (INDOT), 

Seymour District is proceeding with a federal aid roadway project along SR 46. This project is divided into two 

sections with two separate Des Nos. Des No. 1800255 encompasses the western portion of the project area, 

while Des No. 1800256 encompasses the eastern portion of the project area. The project limits for Des No. 

1800255 are from SR 3 to the west junction with United States Highway (US) 421, totaling approximately 1.8 

miles in length. The project limits of Des. No. 1800256 are from the east junction with US 421 to Base Road, 

totaling approximately 0.8 miles in length. 

 

Project Description: 

The scope of work for Des No. 1800255 would include milling and applying a Hot Mix Asphalt (HMA) with 

partial and full depth patching at various locations from SR 3 to the railroad crossing belonging to the Central 

Railroad of Indiana (CIND) railroad. From the CIND railroad to the west junction with US 421 the proposed 

project recommends full depth pavement replacement along with replacement and/or construction of a 

stormwater sewer system, sanitary sewer system, water main installation, and curb and gutter. In addition, new 

street lighting would be installed along this portion of the project. The intersections of West Street, Carver 

Street, Anderson Street, and US 421 (Ireland St.) are proposed to be reconstructed to meet current Americans 

with Disabilities Act (ADA) and Public Right of Way Accessibility Guidelines (PROWAG) standards. 

Sidewalk construction /reconstruction would occur from the Needler’s (736 W. Main St.) parking lot to the SR 

46 and Ireland St. intersection on both the north and south sides. In addition, from the Needler’s parking lot, 

west to the CIND railroad crossing, there would be a sidewalk added to the north side only. The project would 

include reconstructing the intersection at the west junction of US 421 and SR 46 (locally known as Main Street 

and Ireland Street). In addition to the pavement reconstruction at this location the scope of work includes new 

storm sewer and inlets, improved turning radii in the northeast quadrant (moving the new curb to roughly the 

back of the existing sidewalk), adjusting the signal pole locations, and replacing curb ramps to meet current 

ADA standards. 

 

The scope of work for Des No. 1800256 would include full depth pavement replacement, and 

reconstruction/construction of sidewalks along SR 46 from the east junction of US 421 to the drive to the 

Greensburg Public Library (approximately 0.09 mile west of the Base Road intersection). Along the north side 

of SR 46, it is proposed that the existing sidewalk would be replaced with a 8-10 foot-wide multi-use path. 

Additionally, the south side of SR 46 would have 5 foot wide sidewalks and a 5 foot wide grass buffer. The 

replacement and/or construction of a stormwater sewer system, water main installation, street lighting, and curb 

and gutter is proposed for this portion of the project. The existing travel lane and parking configuration would 

change, but one travel lane in each direction would remain. On street parking areas along the south side of SR 

46 would be from Lincoln St. to Vine St. and parking on the north side between Stewart St. and Davidson St.  

As part of the proposed sidewalk reconstruction, the intersection at Wilder St. would include “bump outs” at the 

west side of the intersection to improve pedestrian access and promote decreased traffic speed. As part of the 

proposed pavement replacement, the intersection at N. Lincoln St. would include 12-foot lane widths for both 

eastbound and westbound SR 46 travel lanes at the intersection (sidewalk buffer widths would be reduced to 5 

feet to allow the wider lanes to be provided within the existing right-of-way) and the pavement markings for the 

eastbound left turn lane should be extended an additional 200 feet (currently 110 feet) to provide for some 
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additional deceleration time. The traffic signals would also be replaced at this location. From the Greensburg 

Public Library drive to the eastern project limits (0.01 mile east of Base Road intersection), an HMA 

preventative maintenance overlay is anticipated.   

 

Purpose and Need: 

 

Need:  

The need for this project is based on the existing pavement deterioration, insufficient drainage, and lack of 

Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) and Public Right of Way Accessibility Guidelines (PROWAG) 

compliant pedestrian facilities. The pavement failure is exhibited by transverse cracking, rutting, wheel path 

fatigue cracking, previous patching, and isolated areas with potholes. In addition, water regularly ponds along 

the project area and contributes to the poor pavement conditions. 

 

Purpose:  

The purpose of this project is to add service life to the pavement (9-20 years minimum for Des No. 1800255, 

and 20 years minimum for Des No. 1800256) by improving the overall pavement condition and addressing 

drainage issues. In addition, this project seeks to enhance pedestrian facilities to ensure facilities meet current 

ADA and PROWAG standards and improve connectivity for residents within the community. 

 

Right-of-Way: 

The project will require approximately 0.82 acre of permanent new right-of-way, in addition to some temporary 

right-of-way needed during construction.

3 open it up for verbal public comments.  I am

4 going to kick it off with Mayor Josh Marsh.

5             MAYOR MARSH:  Good evening.  My

6 name is Joshua Marsh.  I serve as mayor for

7 the City of Greensburg.  And a couple items

8 to note.

9         In my role, we receive a lot of

10 feedback about the condition of East Main

11 Street from Lincoln past the library;

23 issue is sort of the drainage and flooding

24 that happens at Ireland and Main.  Once

25 again, both INDOT right-of-way, INDOT
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1 streets.  I'm very glad that they brought

2 this project forward to make about a 13 and a

3 half million dollar investment in our

4 community.  That does not come with a

5 matching component as far as it relates to

6 the infrastructure here, so that is money

7 that they, the State of Indiana, is

8 reinvesting in our community.  I think we

9 should be very happy with that.

10         I think that there is also a lot of

11 discussion, especially in this planning about

12 multi-mobile transportation, pedestrian

13 safety, vehicular control, vehicular speed,

14 and that is no different than in our main

17 the library to downtown, which I think is

18 impact certain individuals, and I believe

19 this team to be the ones that will listen and

20 take those back.  But I also believe that

21 this investment and the team that's working

22 on it really does have the best interest of

23 our community at heart, and I can't wait to

24 continue to work with them.  Thank you for

25 your time.
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1             MS. ANNIE WALKER:  Thank you,

2 Mayor.  Also, if I call your name and you

3 would no longer like to make a verbal

4 comment, just let me know and we'll move on

5 to the next.  Though we are not addressing

6 public comments during the verbal comment

7 session, please keep in mind all comments

8 will be addressed in the final environmental

9 document.  And if you've provided an e-mail

10 address or mailing address, those will be

11 mailed directly to anybody who makes a

12 comment that would like a response tonight.

13         All right, next we have Nick Wenning.

14             MR. WENNING:  Nick Wenning,

15 Decatur County farmer, small business owner,

16 and president of Farm Bureau.

17         Got a couple concerns with this

18 project.  I agree with the mayor, we need it.

19 One big concern is travel of ag equipment,

20 and two, safety.  So when I look at travel of

21 ag equipment, tractors/combines are only

22 getting larger.  You know, they've grown so

23 much.  We're looking at a 12-foot lane with

24 maybe a 2-foot gutter.  My combine is the

25 smallest one made.  It's almost 18 feet wide.
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1 How do we get that through town safely?

2         I get told I'm number 1 by the number

3 2 finger way too often when I'm traveling

4 with equipment.  And I don't want to be on

5 the road.  I don't want to be out there, you

6 know, you're late for your soccer game or

7 whatever you've got.  We've got to be able to

8 get through there efficiently.  And we

9 restrict that to that distance, we can't

10 travel through town.  And we have no other

11 route from west side to east side, short of

12 maybe the bypass, but then we're on little

13 roads out past the factories.

14         Second concern is safety.  I think

15 the trail is necessary that you proposed.

16 However, I think it should be moved to a

17 different road.  I know getting tied to this

18 project is big for dollars.  I don't want my

19 kids out there on bicycles.  They can veer

20 out, semis are flying through there.  I know

21 they're supposed to be doing 30, but they

22 fly.  So how do we do that safely.  You know,

23 to me it's a huge concern.

24         So with that, I hope you can take

25 these comments and make it better.  Thank
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1 you.

2             MS. ANNIE WALKER:  Thank you,

3 Mr. Wenning.  Alvin Blankman.

4             MR. BLANKMAN:  Good evening.  My

5 name is Alvin Blankman.  I'm a property owner

6 at 629 East Main.  I'm going to start off

7 saying that we need to repave Main Street.

8 I've lived there most of my life except for

9 about 10 years, and it is ridiculous the

10 shape it's in.

11        With that being said, I've got

12 concerns about the parking.  You go down Main

13 Street, particularly on weekends,

14 particularly from Vine Street over to

15 Lincoln, they're parking on both sides of the

16 road, the homeowners.  So now you're going to

17 force people to park on one side across the

18 road.  It's already been discussed about the

19 traffic, the speed.  Cars, trucks going

20 through all the time.  30 miles an hour.  I

21 heard the comment at the first meeting, the

22 bump-out will slow them down.  That ain't

23 going to slow them down, folks.  Only thing

24 that's going to slow them down is the police

25 presence, monitoring.
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1         Additionally, I live at the corner of

2 Main and Wilder.  Tractor-trailers, they got

3 the curb tore up on the east side where they

4 can't make the turn going east without

5 getting on the curb.  On my side, the west

6 side, that was repaved for all the ADA back

7 in 2009, I think.  You can see where they

8 pulled up on the concrete -- because they

9 made it all concrete when they did that

10 because of the same condition.  They're

11 making the turn south, tearing up the curb

12 and the land area.

13         Now, you look out there, the

14 guidewire for the power lines, it's been hit

15 a few times.  It's bent.  It's mangled.  We

16 just heard discussion about tractors.

17 There's two big combines came past the house

18 Thursday night, they're almost as wide as

19 Wilder Street, turning west.  About

20 15 minutes later came a big four-wheel drive

21 tractor and big grain wagon on the back.

22 Same thing.  You take out the parking lanes,

23 they will not make it down through there.

24 And like I said, you're creating a lot of

25 safety issues.  Thank you.
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1             MS. ANNIE WALKER:  Thank you,

2 sir.  Daryl Tressler.

3             MR. TRESSLER:  (Inaudible.)

4             MS. ANNIE WALKER:  That's okay,

5 sir.  That is everyone that has signed up.

6 We're going to give an opportunity for

7 anybody that would like to come up and make a

8 verbal comment.  We just ask that when you

9 come up you spell your name for public

10 record.  All right.  Would you like to make a

11 public comment?

12             MR. SMITH:  Yes, ma'am.

13             MS. ANNIE WALKER:  Your name,

14 sir?

15             MR. SMITH:  William O. Smith.  My

16 name is Bill Smith.  I'm an attorney here in

17 Greensburg, and I suppose most of you know

18 me, at least by my reputation.  And you can

19 spell Smith without me doing it for you.

20         I share the concern of the first

21 speaker.  We've lived on Main -- East Main

22 Street, 615 East Main Street, for about

23 45 years.  The traffic is significant because

24 46 East is the only main thoroughfare that we

25 have to go to the eastern part of Decatur
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1 County.  And that is the only road

2 particularly for large vehicles.  Interstate

3 74 shuts down for whatever reason, accident

4 or that, it is also a detour route for

5 Interstate 74 from here to Batesville.  So

6 will you see long lines of traffic, you will

7 see large equipment, including semis, grain

8 trucks, everything imaginable, actually,

9 sprayers, all those -- all that equipment is

10 more than 12 feet wide.  And I do not see how

11 particularly agriculture, but the industrial

12 trucks that going east or west that a 12-foot

13 wide roadway is going to be any way

14 sufficient for the kind of traffic that goes

15 on that.  And I'm speaking anecdotally, I've

16 never taken a count, but daily large pieces

17 of equipment go through East 46 because you

18 have an intersection there with State Road 3

19 also, which is a factor.  And you're just a

20 block away from the intersection of 421.

21         So I think it's been short-sided.  I

22 would love to see beautiful sidewalks and --

23 and green space there, but I don't -- I think

24 the use of the traffic and the highway will

25 take precedence over that luxury.
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1             MS. ANNIE WALKER:  Thank you,

2 Mr. Smith.

3             MR. FISCHER:  Hello.  My name is

4 Gary Fischer.  I'm a resident here in Decatur

5 County, and a member of the Board of Zoning

6 Appeals for Decatur County.

7         I'd like to address the 12-foot wide

8 issue for the lanes.  I think that -- I agree

9 with Mayor Marsh about that this project is

10 needed.  It's been needed for a long time.

11 However, the 12-foot wide is very

12 restrictive.  I think that I see some people

13 in the room that are farmers or agri business

14 people, and we see along the same route --

15 Premier Ag, right down here, when I came by

16 a while ago, there were seven of their

17 sprayers sitting out here.  And they traverse

18 this road on a very regular basis during the

19 busy season.  I think that creates a very --

20 you know, that creates a bad problem.  You

21 know, I don't bring my combines through here,

22 but I know people who do.  And it causes a

23 great problem.

24         And I'll bring you an example that I

25 saw myself over on Interstate 69 north of
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1 Martinsville back in January -- or excuse me,

2 back in July.  There was a combine going

3 through, he was moving from wheat field to

4 wheat field.  And the intersection across 69

5 is what I call a dog bone.  It's got a circle

6 on one end, circle on the other, and the

7 straight tracks across the middle.  The

8 travel portion of that lane was not wide

9 enough for this combine without his head,

10 just his dual wheels on, to get through the

11 bridge.  He put one dual wheel up on the

12 center section, which was actually hanging in

13 the other lane.  I will say this very nicely,

14 when he came to the dog bone at the end, the

15 diameter is not big enough really to get

16 around, he left his left dual up on the

17 island.  There was a sign adjusted by that

18 wheel.  Flat on the ground.  I hope that's

19 not a person on a bicycle here in Greensburg.

20             MS. ANNIE WALKER:  Thank you,

21 sir.  Would anyone else like to make a public

22 comment?

23             MS. McCLELLAND:  Hi.  I'm Jayne

24 McClelland.  I'm here on behalf of

25 (inaudible) Rental.  I know my brother Paul
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1 has reached out to you a couple times.  We

2 own -- Stone's Farm Service owns NAPA.  And I

3 don't know if a vehicle count has been done

4 at all, but I just want to bring to

5 everybody's attention, some days we have 10

6 to 15 semis in and out of our lot.  And, you

7 know, we definitely have concerns of

8 pedestrian traffic.  We are zoned industrial,

9 and we -- I just want to make it clear that

10 we unfortunately are not on board with having

11 such a wide path on both sides.  So that's

12 it.  Thank you.

13             MS. ANNIE WALKER:  Thank you,

14 ma'am.  Would anyone else -- yes, sir.

15             MR. WENNING:  I'm Roger Wenning,

16 W-E-N-N-I-N-G, like it sounds.

17         We've addressed the farm equipment.

18 That's definitely an issue.  I'm very

19 concerned about all the -- you know, if we

20 have that path alongside there with all the

21 kids, their bicycles, they tend to tip over,

22 they can veer into the road.  That's a grave

23 concern of mine whenever I see kids on a

24 sidewalk.  I think we need to move that to

25 another street, would make more safety sense.
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1         And as far as the narrow lanes, like

2 I say, all the farm equipment has been

3 addressed.  That's a big issue.

4         I go through there with a semi with a

5 14-foot load frequently.  How am I going to

6 get that down a 12-foot lane safely?  I'm

7 going to have to scoot over, there's not room

8 for traffic.  And there are a lot of semis go

9 through that road with oversized loads.  And

10 12-foot just isn't enough for most of them.

11 So that's a concern.  And we are coming

12 through -- you know, like I say, if we come

13 through with this wide equipment, what do we

14 do, send a pilot car clear out to the other

15 end of town, block traffic so we can get

16 through?  We're in the middle of this mess,

17 what happens if there's a fire truck or an

18 ambulance needs to get through and you've got

19 this equipment blocking the road.  That's a

20 major safety issue, too.  Thank you.

21             MS. ANNIE WALKER:  Thank you,

22 sir.  Is there anyone else that would like --

23 yes, sir.

24             MR. BRUNS:  My name is Chris

25 Bruns, and we're at 930 East Main, which is
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1 SDRC, LLC, which are the property owners for

2 Top Notch Tool & Engineering.  We're a tool

3 and dye shop.  We have to bring all of our

4 raw materials, steel, aluminum, different

5 things in mostly by a flatbed truck.

6         The way that the entrance to our

7 facility is now, the semis have to back in to

8 our ally way that we share with the Eagles

9 Lodge.  And the reason they back in is

10 because if they pull in, then we have to kind

11 of stop traffic and let them back out.  And

12 it's just a lot easier for them to do that

13 backing in.

14         So whether you're backing in or

15 pulling in, right now with the road being

16 approximately 33 feet wide, they use pretty

17 much the whole road.  And then in some

18 instances they do get their front tires over

19 into Stone's property.  I don't know how

20 we're going to get a truck to back in or back

21 out without destroying the green space if we

22 choke it down to 24 feet.  It's a big concern

23 of ours because having that material come in

24 is what we need to operate our business.

25 Thank you.
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1             MS. ANNIE WALKER:  Thank you,

2 sir.  Is there anyone else that would like to

3 make a verbal comment this afternoon?

4         All right.  Thank you, again,

5 everyone for coming.  We appreciate all the

6 comments.  We will have our project team out

7 today, so if you would like to make a comment

8 or questions with the project team

9 afterwards, you're welcome to do that.

10 Again, thank you for coming out.  We enjoyed

11 being able to do this for you tonight.  Thank

12 you, again.

13             (Whereupon, the public comment

14 session was concluded at 6:35 p.m.)

    The project of highway 46 work for drainage improvement and reworking of the 

pavement in Greensburg by INDOT is a much-needed and appreciated project. I 

applaud the drainage part of the improvement as it is really lacking also.  

     Concerning the narrowing of Highway 46 on the east side of the project by 9 

feet is something I feel is VERY POORLY thought out. Why would INDOT think that 

in the long term of NARROWING a STATE Highway is a good idea?  

      The plans indicate that a large amount of state tax dollars has been spent 

already in making these plans. The residence of Decatur County has never been 

made aware of this plan before the 2 week ago public meeting. Why would have 

INDOT not involved the entire county in discussing this project idea before large 

sums of $ were spent on planning? It appears a few of the city officials have it in 

their mind to make this a project for to make Greensburg “Look Good” but not 

function in a safe manner in the long run.  

      Do you know of any equipment that is getting smaller? In the long rang plan 

you are narrowing the highway and only having 12’ lanes. Combines, Tractors, 

Sprayers can easily be 16-18’ wide. Highway 46 links our county east to west. 

Where are you expecting these pieces of equipment to move from east to west if 

not using Highway 46? Do you have another route they will go safely? Look long 

term, this is wrong to think that farming which is the lifeblood of this area is 

trending towards using smaller equipment. Greensburg just built a new airport 

which is bigger to allow for larger planes to have access. Yet this plan for Hwy 46 

east is to Narrow and make smaller overall. This does not add up in long range 

thought process. 

     Safety, Safety, Safety!!!. This plan by putting a walking/bike pathway along a 

busy State highway is not thinking for the safety of our children and citizens. Have 

you ever driven large equipment that is extra wide? It is tough to do and yet you 

are expecting over the next 20 plus years that by narrowing the Highway and 

having a walk/bike path next this highway that no one will be serious injured or 

killed? It is not worth the risk for any anyone.  
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     The city officials talk about having access to Rebecca Park and the Library from 

downtown. Has INDOT or the City of Greensburg done a survey of its downtown 

residence to see the expected use of new proposed walk/bike path? Seems that 

would be really important to have actual numbers if it is even needed. That said if 

it is needed then choose a street North of current Highway 46 and put the 

walk/bike path in an area that has much less traffic and the odds of injury would 

be greatly reduced.  

       It appears that INDOT has been willing to accept city officials “Wants” before 

the citizens safety in this project. How much added cost is the walk/bike pathway 

in this project? Would YOU ALLOW YOUR child to walk/ride to the library or park 

on this new pathway on a regular basis? If not, then why would you ask other 

citizens to allow their children to use this pathway.  

      The businesses along this highway 46 project on the east side are going to 

suffer from ease of access and also have greater risk of allowing large equipment 

and trucks to enter and exit due to the narrowing of the highway. Some of this 

area is zoned commercial and yet you are making it more likely for accidents. 

     School bus traffic on this road is very heavy and you are expecting less 

accidents by narrowing the highway. How does this seem logical to make school 

buses more likely for accidents due to narrow highway? Highway 46 acts as a 

bypass when Interstate 74 is closed due to accidents. These closures are 

unplanned and if the Highway 46 is narrowed then safety for this to act as 

temporary bypass is not acceptable in the overall plan for our citizens safety. 

      INDOT is responsible to create safe more convenient plans for the future of 

traffic in all areas. This does not meet those criteria. The fact someone wants a 

walk/bike path is fine but this State Highway planned project does not meet the 

requirement for safety of all our citizens. Citizens pay taxes for INDOT to maintain 

and create safe highways and areas next to highways. Do your job and reconstruct 

Highway 46 to be a very well drained and smooth highway and tell Greensburg to 

put a walk/bike path on a different street. This current plan does not meet the 

criteria of a safe long-term environment as equipment and oversize loads get 

larger. Who is liable when someone gets injured or killed on a highway designed 

with a walk/bike path next to highway? INDOT or City of Greensburg officials 
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when it is discovered that a large amount of Decatur County citizens were not in 

favor of this plan?  

       The citizens of Decatur County were only allowed 2 weeks to voice their 

opinion on this project after the public meeting. We are an Agriculture 

community and you planned this meeting right in the middle of Harvest season so 

limited number of citizens could attend the public meeting. Poor planning on 

INDOT if you want the community to truly respond. Why did you not have a public 

meeting prior to Greensburg Fall Festival so that citizens good have had 

discussion and been able to be more likely to respond? Timing was very poor and 

such a limited time frame to allow response. I hope that INDOT is willing to 

remove this walk/bike pathway and not narrow Highway 46 East by the proposed 

9 feet. Tell the City officials of Greensburg that Safety comes first and this is NOT 

where a walk/bike path should be located.        

    I would appreciate a direct reply to these concerns and all citizens who respond 

to this open period for response. I would expect INDOT to have additional public 

meetings based on what I feel will be an overwhelming negative response to the 

walk/bike pathway proposal, with an updated plan that removes the walk/bike 

pathway from Highway 46 East. Will INDOT share the number of overall responses 

about this plan to the public, both pro and con?

Dear Sir, 

This project is not very well thought through. The Greensburg community and Decatur county, as a 

whole, is an agricultural community. I understand and support historical preserva.on, but when I start 

considering the safety and welfare of the county, this project could be a very dangerous proposi.on for 

the county. You may ask why? This is a rela.vely straight wide stretch of transit route to get from one 

side of the city to the other. There isn’t another safe route for farm machinery and grain trucks to haul 

grain to town. US 421 s.ll intersects, in a very .ght T-intersec.on with IN 46. Virtually all other streets 

are not passable for farm implements, due to tree overhand, lane width, no sidewalks, etc. which could 

make it very dangerous for pedestrian traffic and higher traffic concentra.on. Many of the county roads 

in the periphery of the city are narrow enough that the agriculture equipment takes up the whole road 

and due to topography, many of these roads have ditches cut along the edges of them that are deep 

enough to greatly increase the chances of rollover for all vehicles; especially large trucks. Interstate 74 

limits the ability to go around the north side of town without increasing mileage/ higher exposure to 

non-agricultural traffic (employees of Honda); and with talks of Honda expansion that will increase this 

even more. The periphery roads on the south side of town are county roads, with some extremely 

narrow lanes, bridges that have to be avoided due to width and weight, etc. 

 

Sadly, I believe we are dealing with a poli.cian that has upward aspira.ons, no maHer what the cost to 

his cons.tuents (safety, protec.ng lives), to just put a notch on his poli.cal achievement totem pole. I 

certainly hope that the state and federal government maintains some common sense in this whole 

affair. I know that INDOT isn’t very happy with the Greensburg community and that is apparent where 

the railroad crossing that they wanted to remove, so they did and then had to reinstall it again 

aJerwards. Someone is going to get hurt there, because of faulty reinstalla.on that is several inches 

below the main road surface. Sooner or later someone is going to hit that & lose control; sadly that could 

end with loss of life/s or severe injury!

The following are facts describing problems and issues arising from the proposed the plan of Indiana
Department of Transportation (hereafter “INDOT”), SR 46-Greensburg Project Des #1800255 and
#1800256, specifically East Main Street in Greensburg, Indiana.

General Issue:
The INDOT plan has inherently and mutually contradicting and conflicting purposes.  Indiana State

Road 46 is a significantly traveled general purpose highway across southern Indiana that connects such cities

as Bloomington, Columbus, Greensburg and Batesville.

The plan, to its credit, is trying to adjust general state highway SR 46 into a residential street through

a residential area on East Main Street in Greensburg.  The effort is commendable, but the idea of adapting a

general traffic state road into a residential street is contradictory.  It is the proverbial idea of pushing a square

block through a round hole.

Characteristics of East Main Street - SR 46 Traffic:

The characteristics of the general highway traffic on East Main Street conflict with any effort

narrowing of SR 46 on East Main Street.

The Greensburg East Main Street section of SR 46 is extensively traveled by as large variety of

private and commercial vehicles, including extra wide and heavy load vehicles.  The road surface of this

section of SR 46 is usually rough and poor quality.  This poor condition is evidence of the punishment and

suffering this section of road takes from exceptionally heavy vehicles traveling it in both east and west

directions.  The following traffic characteristics show the inherent conflict between the residential

accommodation of the plan that include narrowing the traffic lanes, the proposed curbs and selected street

side parking areas along the twenty-four foot, two-lane general purpose state highway. As a result, the

following traffic problems arise.

1.  The extension of the street curbs and the limitation of a twenty-four foot traffic lane leaves no

room for a motorist to yield right of way to emergency vehicles, such as fire trucks and ambulances.

This ambulance traffic on this road is significant because the county hospital is only six blocks north

of this road.

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2.  West SR 46 from the county line to Greensburg consists of two twelve foot traffic lanes and an

eight foot asphalt apron on each side of the traffic lanes. If those dimensions are needed or necessary

for its general public traffic there, that fact contradicts any narrowing of the street width at east Main

street.  When SR 46 was routed through the east side residential district of Columbus, it used four (4)

traffic lanes.

3.  East Main street carries very heavy school bus traffic because the Greensburg Elementary,

Middle, and High School are located in the east side of Greensburg, just a few blocks north of East

Main Street.  School buses turn north from East Main and must wait for the west bound traffic lane of

SR 46 to clear so it can turn north on Davidson Street.  This happens during heavy traffic times such

as around 8:00 am and 3:00 pm.  The current wider Main Street enables the other east bound SR 46

traffic to pass on the right side of the turning bus, rather than creating a traffic backup.  If this plan is

implemented, special consideration is needed for this Davidson Street intersection and East Main

curbs should be pulled back or eliminated to enable a necessary turning radius in both east and

west directions.

4.  East SR 46 is the primary route between Greensburg and all of eastern Decatur County. 

In addition, primary county roads 80 NE and Base Road connect with SR 46 at this section of East

Main Street.  As a result, East Main Street/SR 46 carries a high volume of traffic of extra wide, heavy

and oversized agricultural vehicles. The vehicles are often considerably wider that the 12 foot traffic

lane and extend into oncoming traffic, such as sprayers with long booms, combines, disks, and rear-

dual-wheel tractors.  These are also slow-moving vehicles that create a backed- up of traffic,

sometimes in both directions.  Narrowing East Main Street to twenty-four feet eliminates the ability

of these vehicles pulling over on the right-side of the road to relieve the traffic back-up.

5.  Placing curbs that limit the traffic lane width to twelve feet will force these agricultural vehicles to

drive over and beyond the curb which will cause re-occurring damage and repair of the curbs.

6.  Extra-wide commercial traffic will create the same problems that arise from narrowing East Main

Street, such as cement trucks from the IMI plant near New Point, heavy dump trucks from the New

Point regional stone quarry, heavy dump trucks and equipment at the Decatur County Highway

garage, log-hauling trucks to the New Point saw mill, crane trucks, flat-bed semi-trucks carrying

bulldozer and excavation equipment and flat-bed semis hauling agricultural equipment that extends

beyond the width of the flat-bed, all of these types of vehicles need to use all of the width of the

twelve foot traffic lane.  Again, there is no room for extra-wide commercial truck traffic to pull aside

and relieve backed-up traffic.

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7.  Special attention must be given to the East Main and Wilder Street intersection.  Semi-trucks

traveling on US 421 (north and south) use Wilder Street as a short cut to SR 3, rather that using the

stop light and difficult intersection at “five Points”.  Even under the existing road design at this

intersection, semi-trucks turning south often go across the curb and sidewalk at this intersection. 

Narrowing east-west roadway of SR 46 to twenty-four feet width at this intersection significantly

reduces the turning radius needed to negotiate this intersection.  The problem exists now using the

current, full width of East Main Street.  Semi-trucks and agricultural equipment need all of the width

of the current East Main Street to complete this turn in all of the turning directions.  The proposed

plan of extending the curbs at this intersection seriously encroaches into the necessary truck turning

radius needed at this intersection, even more severely at this intersection than the previously

described problems involving the Davidson Street.

8.  Finally, East Main Street/SR 46 is a designated detour route for I-74 whenever any of its lanes are

closed for construction, repair or most often, by traffic accidents.  Even if SR 46 is not a designated

detour, it becomes a defacto detour route on Google or Apple travel maps popular with most

motorists. 

   Traffic accidents that block I-74 can cause an ad hoc and necessary detour through Greensburg and

east along SR 46 to either New Point or Batesville.   Similarly, an accident between New Point and

Greensburg results in a detour west along SR 46 beginning at New Point exit, then along SR 46 to

Greensburg.

   Several years ago, an Indiana State Trooper was kill on the east bound lanes of I-74.  A semi-truck

was tipped over across all of the east bound lanes.  The Indiana State Police closed that lane for about

8 hours.  All of the east-bound I-74 traffic was routed through East Main Street and SR 46.  In that

incident, SR 46 needed all of its available width.

1 Joshua Marsh (Mayor) (Verbal Comment) 

 

In my role, we receive a lot of feedback about the condition of East Main Street from Lincoln past the library; pavement conditions, drainage, opportunity that 

isn't necessarily in the control of the City because it is INDOT right-of-way, it's an INDOT street.  And I'm very proud to see them here.  They brought this project 

forward to us, and that investment in our community is one that I think many people will be glad to see because it is one of the most discussed pieces of 

roadway in our city. On the other side, on the west side of the project, another highly discussed issue is sort of the drainage and flooding that happens at 

Ireland and Main.  Once again, both INDOT right-of-way, INDOT streets.  I'm very glad that they brought this project forward to make about a 13 and a half 

million dollar investment in our community.  That does not come with a matching component as far as it relates to the infrastructure here, so that is money that 

they, the State of Indiana, is reinvesting in our community.  I think we should be very happy with that. I think that there is also a lot of discussion, especially in 

this planning about multi-mobile transportation, pedestrian safety, vehicular control, vehicular speed, and that is no different than in our main street, main 

district of our community from both ends.  We are -- the plan is to connect the library to downtown, which I think is something that we should value as a 

community.  We are a community are working to connect the library to the Rebekah Park Trail on our own.  So that is connecting not only the parks, but Main 

Street and downtown with safe pedestrian or safe multi-mobile transportation. So I think all of these go well together.  This corridor is in our comprehensive 

plan, which has been adopted through multiple public sessions.  It's also identified in our pedestrian bicycle master plan that was done in partnership with, 

again, the Department of Health, has done through the public process as well.  These projects fit that -- those initiatives as well, and I commend INDOT for their 

commitment to our community and to the entire project team that has been very involved with this for more than the time that I've been in office, and they 

continue to lead this project forward. I fullheartedly support this project.  I think there's discussion to be had maybe about certain elements that may impact 

certain individuals, and I believe this team to be the ones that will listen and take those back.  But I also believe that this investment and the team that's 

working on it really does have the best interest of our community at heart, and I can't wait to continue to work with them.  Thank you for your time.

The intent of this project is to reconstruct SR46, address drainage concerns through the construction of 

new storm and sanitary sewer, and implement safe and updated pedestrian and lighting facilities. We 

thank you for your support of the project.

Public Comment and Response
SR  46 Greensburg: Roadway Improvement Project in Decatur County (Des Nos. 1800255 & 1800256)

INDOT and the Michael Baker International consulting team met with INDOT asset groups as well as City 

of Greensburg officials in response to overall project width and safety concerns. 

Regarding pavement width: The width of the travel lanes, which refers to the width of the striped lane in 

which vehicles are supposed to drive, is currently 12-ft and will remain 12-ft in all proposed designs. The 

total roadway width however, which consists of the width of the entire roadway, from the edge of 

pavement or curb face to the opposite edge of pavement or curb face, and includes shoulder and parking 

lane widths, is being reduced in some locations through the proposed design layout. The existing, total 

pavement width within the limits of Des. No. 1800256 varies, but minimally consists of a 12-ft travel lane 

and approximately 6-ft shoulder or parking lane on each side (18-ft each side, 36-ft total roadway width). 

Although this project does not reduce the travel lane width (12-ft), the proposed geometry, consisting of 

a 12-ft travel lane and 2-ft gutter and curb on each side, does reduce the overall roadway width (14-ft in 

each direction, 28-ft total roadway width). The project team is reviewing and considering a reduction of 

the grassed buffer space between the back of curb and sidewalk along the northside of SR46 were 

possible, which will result in a minimum 36-ft wide total roadway width that allows for large vehicles to 

more easily traverse the section. The roadway configuration to be reviewed would be different than 

existing, but would be a total width of 36-ft. (new roadway configuration from north to south = 2-ft gutter 

+ 8-ft shoulder + 12-ft travel lane + 12-ft travel lane + 2-ft gutter = 36-ft.). From 200-ft east of Davidson 

St. to the end of the project, the total pavement width must remain 28-ft in order to construct new storm 

sewer, sanitary sewer and sidewalk without adding undue utility relocation costs. Des. No. 1800255 has 

an existing total pavement width of 29-ft at minimum. Our proposed design for 1800255 changes total 

pavement width to 28-ft. Travel lanes widths remain 12-ft on each side.

As it pertains to safety: The existing geometry of SR46 includes parking lanes and adjacent curb. The 

existing curb is typically less than 6-in. Narrowing roadways and constructing new, 6-in tall curb and 

gutter has shown improvements in safety via encouraged speed reduction in similar communities. It is 

our determination that the proposed design will improve driver and pedestrian safety along the corridor. 

(Verbal Comment)

Decatur County farmer, small business owner, and president of Farm Bureau. Got a couple concerns with this project.  I agree with the mayor, we need it. One 

big concern is travel of ag equipment, and two, safety.  So when I look at travel of ag equipment, tractors/combines are only getting larger.  You know, they've 

grown so much.

I don't want to be out there, you know, you're late for your soccer game or whatever you've got.  We've got to be able to get through there efficiently.  And we 

restrict that to that distance, we can't travel through town.  And we have no other route from west side to east side, short of maybe the bypass, but then we're 

on little roads out past the factories. Second concern is safety.  I think the trail is necessary that you proposed. However, I think it should be moved to a 

different road.  I know getting tied to this project is big for dollars.  I don't want my kids out there on bicycles.  They can veer out, semis are flying through 

there.  I know they're supposed to be doing 30, but they fly.  So how do we do that safely.  You know, to me it's a huge concern. So with that, I hope you can 

take these comments and make it better.  Thank you.

So now you're 

going to force people to park on one side across the road.  It's already been discussed about the traffic, the speed.  Cars, trucks going through all the time.  30 

miles an hour.  I heard the comment at the first meeting, the bump-out will slow them down.  That ain't going to slow them down, folks.  Only thing that's going 

to slow them down is the police presence, monitoring. Additionally, I live at the corner of Main and Wilder.  Tractor-trailers, they got the curb tore up on the 

east side where they can't make the turn going east without getting on the curb.  On my side, the west side, that was repaved for all the ADA back in 2009, I 

think.  You can see where they pulled up on the concrete -- because they made it all concrete when they did that because of the same condition.  They're 

making the turn south, tearing up the curb and the land area. Now, you look out there, the guidewire for the power lines, it's been hit a few times.  It's bent.  

It's mangled.  We just heard discussion about tractors. There's two big combines came past the house Thursday night, they're almost as wide as Wilder Street, 

turning west.  About 15 minutes later came a big four-wheel drive tractor and big grain wagon on the back. Same thing.  You take out the parking lanes, they 

will not make it down through there.

However, the 

12-foot wide is very restrictive.  I think that I see some people in the room that are farmers or agri business people, and we see along the same route --Premier 

Ag, right down here, when I came by a while ago, there were seven of their sprayers sitting out here.  And they traverse this road on a very regular basis during 

the busy season.  I think that creates a very -- you know, that creates a bad problem.  You know, I don't bring my combines through here, but I know people 

who do.  And it causes a great problem. And I'll bring you an example that I saw myself over on Interstate 69 north of Martinsville back in January -- or excuse 

me, back in July.  There was a combine going through, he was moving from wheat field to wheat field.  And the intersection across 69 is what I call a dog bone.  

It's got a circle on one end, circle on the other, and the straight tracks across the middle.  The travel portion of that lane was not wide enough for this combine 

without his head, just his dual wheels on, to get through the bridge.  He put one dual wheel up on the center section, which was actually hanging in the other 

lane.  I will say this very nicely, when he came to the dog bone at the end, the diameter is not big enough really to get around, he left his left dual up on the 

island.  There was a sign adjusted by that wheel.  Flat on the ground.  I hope that's not a person on a bicycle here in Greensburg.

The traffic is significant because 46 East is the only main thoroughfare that we have to go to the eastern part of Decatur County.  And that is the only road 

particularly for large vehicles.  Interstate 74 shuts down for whatever reason, accident or that, it is also a detour route for Interstate 74 from here to Batesville.  

So will you see long lines of traffic, you will see large equipment, including semis, grain trucks, everything imaginable, actually, sprayers, all those -- all that 

equipment is more than 12 feet wide.  And I do not see how particularly agriculture, but the industrial trucks that going east or west that a 12-foot wide 

roadway is going to be any way sufficient for the kind of traffic that goes on that.  And I'm speaking anecdotally, I've never taken a count, but daily large pieces 

of equipment go through East 46 because you have an intersection there with State Road 3 also, which is a factor.  And you're just a block away from the 

intersection of 421. So I think it's been short-sided.  I would love to see beautiful sidewalks and – and green space there, but I don't -- I think the use of the 

traffic and the highway will take precedence over that luxury.

Dear Sir, This project is not very well thought through. The Greensburg community and Decatur County, as a whole, is an agricultural community. I understand 

and support historical preservation, but when I start considering the safety and welfare of the county, this project could be a very dangerous proposition for the 

county. You may ask why? This is a relatively straight wide stretch of transit rout to get from one side of the city to the other. There isn't another safe route for 

farm macinery and grain trucks to haul grain to town. US 421 still intersects, in a very tight T-intersection with IN 46. Virtually all other streets are not passable 

for farm implements, due to tree overhang, lane width, no sidewalks, etc. which could make it very dangerous for pedestrian traffic and higher concentration. 

Many of the county roads in the periphery of the city are narrow enough that agriculture equipment takes up the whole road and due to topography, many of 

these roads have ditches cut along the edges of them that are deep enough to greatly increase the chances of rollover for all vehicles; especially large trucks. 

Interstate 74 limits the ability to go around the north side of town without increasing mileage / higher exposure to non-agricultural traffic (employees of 

Honda); and with talks of Honda expansion that will increase this even more.

The following are facts describing problems and issues arising from the proposed the plan of Indiana Department of Transportation (Hereafter "INDOT"), SR 46-

Greensburg Project Des #1800255 and #1800256, specifically East Main Street in Greensburg, Indiana. General Issue: The INDOT plan has inherently and 

mutually contradicting and conflicting purposes. Indiana State Road 46 is a significantly traveled general purpose highway across southern Indiana that 

connects such cities as Bloomington, Columbus, Greensburg and Batesville. The plan, to its credit, is trying to adjust general state highway SR 46 into a 

residential street through a residential area on East Main Street in Greensburg.  The effort is commendable, but the idea of adapting a general traffic state road 

into a residential street is contradictory.  It is the proverbial idea of pushing a square block through a round hole. Characteristics of East Main Street - SR 46 

Traffic: The characterisitcs of the general highway traffic on East Main Street conflict with any effort narrowing of SR 46 on East Main Street. The Greensburg 

East Main Street section of SR 46 is extensively traveled by as large variety of private and commercial vehicles, including extra wide and heavy load vehicles.  

The road surface of this section of SR 46 is usually rough and poor quality.  This poor condition is evidence of the punishment and suffering this section of road 

takes from exceptionally heavy vehicles traveling it in both east and west directions.  The following traffic characteristics show the inherent conflict between 

the residential accommodation of the plan that include narrowing the traffic lanes, the proposed curbs and selected street side parking areas along the twenty-

four foot, two-lane general purpose state highway. As a result, the following traffic problems arise. 1.  The extension of the street curbs and the limitation of a 

twenty-four foot traffic lane leaves no room for a motorist to yield right of way to emergency vehicles, such as fire trucks and ambulances. This ambulance 

traffic on this road is significant because the county hospital is only six blocks north of this road. 2.  West SR 46 from the county line to Greensburg consists of 

two twelve foot traffic lanes and an eight foot asphalt apron on each side of the traffic lanes. If those dimensions are needed or necessary for its general public 

traffic there, that fact contradicts any narrowing of the street width at east Main street.  When SR 46 was routed through the east side residential district of 

Columbus, it used four (4) traffic lanes. 3.  East Main street carries very heavy school bus traffic because the Greensburg Elementary, Middle, and High School 

are located in the east side of Greensburg, just a few blocks north of East Main Street.  School buses turn north from East Main and must wait for the west 

bound traffic lane of SR 46 to clear so it can turn north on Davidson Street.  This happens during heavy traffic times such as around 8:00 am and 3:00 pm.  The 

current wider Main Street enables the other east bound SR 46 traffic to pass on the right side of the turning bus, rather than creating a traffic backup.  If this 

plan is implemented, special consideration is needed for this Davidson Street intersection and East Main curbs should be pulled back or eliminated to enable a 

necessary turning radius in both east and west directions. 4.  East SR 46 is the primary route between Greensburg and all of eastern Decatur County.  In 

addition, primary county roads 80 NE and Base Road connect with SR 46 at this section of East Main Street.  As a result, East Main Street/SR 46 carries a high 

volume of traffic of extra wide, heavy and oversized agricultural vehicles. The vehicles are often considerably wider that the 12 foot traffic lane and extend into 

oncoming traffic, such as sprayers with long booms, combines, disks, and rear-dual-wheel tractors.  These are also slow-moving vehicles that create a backed- 

up of traffic, sometimes in both directions.  Narrowing East Main Street to twenty-four feet eliminates the ability of these vehicles pulling over on the right-side 

of the road to relieve the traffic back-up. 5.  Placing curbs that limit the traffic lane width to twelve feet will force these agricultural vehicles to drive over and 

beyond the curb which will cause re-occurring damage and repair of the curbs. 6.  Extra-wide commercial traffic will create the same problems that arise from 

narrowing East Main Street, such as cement trucks from the IMI plant near New Point, heavy dump trucks from the New Point regional stone quarry, heavy 

dump trucks and equipment at the Decatur County Highway garage, log-hauling trucks to the New Point saw mill, crane trucks, flat-bed semi-trucks carrying 

bulldozer and excavation equipment and flat-bed semis hauling agricultural equipment that extends beyond the width of the flat-bed, all of these types of 

vehicles need to use all of the width of the twelve foot traffic lane.  Again, there is no room for extra-wide commercial truck traffic to pull aside and relieve 

backed-up traffic. 7.  Special attention must be given to the East Main and Wilder Street intersection.  Semi-trucks traveling on US 421 (north and south) use 

Wilder Street as a short cut to SR 3, rather that using the stop light and difficult intersection at “five Points”.  Even under the existing road design at this 

intersection, semi-trucks turning south often go across the curb and sidewalk at this intersection.

Residents will be informed of where to place trash for pickup prior to the start of 

construction. 

In additon to all new sanitary sewer, INDOT is constructing an all new storm sewer system. New sanitary 

and storm sewers are designed to modern standards and will improve drainage along SR46.

Regarding pavement width: The width of the travel lanes, which refers to the width of the striped lane in 

which vehicles are supposed to drive, is currently 12-ft and will remain 12-ft in all proposed designs. The 

total roadway width however, which consists of the width of the entire roadway, from the edge of 

pavement or curb face to the opposite edge of pavement or curb face, and includes shoulder and parking 

lane widths, is being reduced in some locations through the proposed design layout. The existing, total 

pavement width within the limits of Des. No. 1800256 varies, but minimally consists of a 12-ft travel lane 

and approximately 6-ft shoulder or parking lane on each side (18-ft each side, 36-ft total roadway width). 

Although this project does not reduce the travel lane width (12-ft), the proposed geometry, consisting of 

a 12-ft travel lane and 2-ft gutter and curb on each side, does reduce the overall roadway width (14-ft in 

each direction, 28-ft total roadway width). The project team is reviewing and considering a reduction of 

the grassed buffer space between the back of curb and sidewalk along the northside of SR46 were 

possible, which will result in a minimum 36-ft wide total roadway width that allows for large vehicles to 

more easily traverse the section. The roadway configuration to be reviewed would be different than 

existing, but would be a total width of 36-ft. (new roadway configuration from north to south = 2-ft gutter 

+ 8-ft shoulder + 12-ft travel lane + 12-ft travel lane + 2-ft gutter = 36-ft.). From 200-ft east of Davidson 

St. to the end of the project, the total pavement width must remain 28-ft in order to construct new storm 

sewer, sanitary sewer and sidewalk without adding undue utility relocation costs. Des. No. 1800255 has 

an existing total pavement width of 29-ft at minimum. Our proposed design for 1800255 changes total 

pavement width to 28-ft. Travel lanes widths remain 12-ft on each side.

As it pertains to safety: The existing geometry of SR46 includes parking lanes and adjacent curb. The 

existing curb is typically less than 6-in. Narrowing roadways and constructing new, 6-in tall curb and 

gutter has shown improvements in safety via encouraged speed reduction in similar communities. The 

construction of new pedestrian facilities is a requirement for this project in order to meet ADA standards. 

It is our determination that the proposed design will improve driver and pedestrian safety along the 

corridor. 

Sidewalk cannot be moved away from SR46 because INDOT does not own local streets.
