BUILDING INFORMATION

The Delaware Township Community Center was built
in 2009. The idea to build a community center came
fromn Trustee Debbie Driskell; she wanted to build a
place for the community to congregate at no or
nominal cost for the purpose of promoting family,
economic development and the fostering of social
good will.

The building is a fully accessible facility with space
suitable for wedding receptions, reunions, club or
business meetings, conferences, or workshops. The
4600 sq. ft. banquet room can be subdivided, allowing
usage of one, two, or all three spaces. The spacious
lobby may be reserved for pre-function activities. Tables
and chairs, public Wi-Fi, ample parking and a
residential-grade kitchen are provided for your use.
There are no restrictions on catering. Alcohol is allowed
with permission and agreement of our written policy.
There is a large catering kitchen available for rental,
equipped with warming ovens, as well as a
commercial refrigerator and ice machine. Please
contact our office for additional information and a rate
guote which is dependent upon your needs.
