What is your role?

My role is Director of
Client Services,
overseeing food
pantry and township
. assistance resources.

What has changed the most in the 4 1/2 years that you'v’e been at the trustee’s
office?

The thing that has changed most since | started in 2019 is how we operate the food
pantry. We now have the first online pantry in the county and possibly the state. This
benefits our clients as they do not have to wait long periods of time to use the pantry, it
provides a more dignified experience, and clients still have choice in what items they
receive. In addition, it benefits our office. We were moving food items three times
because of space issues. This new system allows us to take food items directly from the
shelf and put them in the bag for the clients. We also can control the flow of how many
people are coming at a time. This helps with staffing and allows us to better prepare
how much perishable inventory we need.

What do you wish people knew about township government?

I wish more people knew the connections that the Trustee’s office makes with clients.
We work to assist clients during crisis, but we also offer help to clients to get back on
their feet. We give guidance on budgeting, finding resources and connecting them with
organizations to help improve their well-being overall. While we deal with financial issues
as an immediate fix, we are involved in seeking long-term solutions as well.

It
does not include phone, internet, or car payments.

Residents of Delaware Township (i.e
addresses in Fishers or Noblesville
that are north of 96th St, south of
146th St., west of Cumberland Rd.
and east of the White River).

How dolapply?

Call 317-842-8595 between 9-3
Maonday - Friday to set an
appeointment.

When should | apply?
¥You should reach out to your
Trustee's Office as soon as you
know that you are not going to
be able to pay your bill.

What isinvolvedinthe
application process?

You will need to attend an intake
appointment and an assistance @
appointment. Typically both
appeintments are set within a week

of your call for a request for

assistance. After your second
appeointment a decision is made

within 72 hours.
